· Mr. McIver reported the Planning Board voted to support the purchase of 46 Highland Street for the fire station proposal.

Permit Request:

· Ron Carrol, with the assistance of Brian Murphy, made a request to have a taxi service in Plymouth. The ordinance on taxi cab regulations is outdated and the Select Board will work on updating the ordinance in the near future.
· Police Chief Steven Lefebvre informed the Board Mr. Carrol passed the background check.

He also asked them to keep Dana Hadley (water & sewer dept. manager) better informed. He then asked if there were any updates regarding Market Basket.
