Chairman’s Comments:	

· Mrs. Scarborough congratulated and thanked Brian Murphy for managing to get the bell rehung in the bell tower at town hall. 
· The bell was cast by an apprentice of Paul Revere.

New/Other Business:		

· Brian Murphy presented a petition to amend pole licenses.
· Brian Murphy said this was advised by town counsel and needs to be done periodically in order to be able to tax utility structures located in the town rights-of-way. This will need to be followed with a public hearing.
· Mrs. Scarborough announced the public hearing will be held July 29th at 5 pm.
· Mr. Bolton discusses the possibility of creating a TIF District
· TIF District = Tax Increment Finance District. Governing body of Town of Plymouth will pass this if they feel there is a need to develop certain areas of the town that would be attractive to businesses. And/or improvements that will attract businesses. This non-risk improvement ensures the investment is paid for by future taxpayers in that area. This is a bonded improvement on a bonded piece of land. Boulder Point is a good example. The TIF District is created and the money is bonded.
· Mr. Conklin added he understood if the improvements were made by a private developer taxes are the result from the improvement rather than just be put into general fund. This is set aside for further improvement to the TIF District area. A portion of the taxes would go for infrastructure improvements to the district; encourages development.
· Mrs. Scarborough said this results in the development of taxpaying entities. They will need a subcommittee to study TIF Districts and report back to the Select Board.
· Paul Freitas commented there are several different types of TIFs.
· Frank Miller (audience) said this was brought up before. People didn’t have a good understanding of them. They need to re-inventory zones for use. Reevaluate how zones were established.
