Chairman’s Comments:	

· The Board of Selectmen congratulated Fire Chief Casino Clogston for completing the 2-year program “Certified Public Managers” course.

Committee Reports: 		

· Mr. Bolton reported on the June 3rd School Board meeting. They discussed the retirement of Jerry Gontarz, John Levesque, Lynn Haust, and Tom Underwood. They lost an A+ grant and will be looking for funding to make up for that loss of approx. $40,000/year.
· Neil McIver reported on the June 6th Planning Board public input meeting on the Tenney Mtn. Highway corridor study. The meeting went well and a broad range of observations and suggestions were made. They were able to cover two of the four topics and have another meeting scheduled for June 20th.
 
New/Other Business:			

· Brian Murphy discussed a request from NH Electric Co-op to place poles in the right-of-way on Old North Main St.
· Discussion on ownership of land.
· Discussion on placement of poles.
· Mr. Lewis made a motion to approve the request; motion seconded by Mr. Bolton. All in favor.
· Sharon Penney discussed perambulation of the Plymouth/Groton town line.
· The Town of Groton rechecked their boundary lines which have been located and the line did not change. The monuments were all found.
· Mr. Lewis made a motion to accept the perambulation report and authorized Mrs. Scarborough to sign; motion seconded by Mr. McIver. All in favor.
· Sharon Penney explained financing of Tenney Mtn. Highway corridor study and what the study will entail.
· Sharon Penney started with a brief background update on the study. In 2012 the Planning Board started looking at the master plan update and found there wasn’t much data on Tenney Mtn. Highway.
· North Country Council had money left over on a DOT contract which will be applied to the update/implementation on the study.
· They had four topics to cover at the public input meeting. They covered two on June 6th and will cover the remaining two on June 20th.
· Discussion on GIS data.
· Discussed future Select Board items
· Town-wide re-evaluation will be occurring this year and this will lead to a discussion on unassigned funds and how much to set aside.
· Capital improvements. There are infrastructure items that will need to be done.
· There is $600,000 set aside for the third phase of Highland St. The Highway Dept. Manager believes it can be done for less.
· Discussion on town-owned land, reaching out to towns to rejoin the dispatch service, develop human resource policies or how to utilize human resources.
