· Mr. Conklin made a motion to approve the minutes; seconded by Mr. Bolton. All in favor.

· Mr. Lewis made a motion to approve the minutes; seconded by Mr. Conklin. All in favor.

· The Select Board will meet on the following dates:
· Regular meetings will be held Monday, July 8, 2013 and Monday, July 22, 2013 starting at 6 pm, with work review sessions prior to the regular meeting starting at 5 pm.
· All of the above meetings will be held at the Town Hall, unless otherwise posted

Committee Reports: 		

· Mr. Bolton reported the Planning Board had their 2nd input meeting regarding the Tenney Mtn. Highway Corridor Study.
· Mr. Conklin reported the Chamber of Commerce has two events coming up; Taste of Newfound to be held at the Newfound Inn in July and the 22nd Golf Tournament to be held at Owl’s Nest.
 
New/Other Business:			

· Mr. Paul Freitas advised the Board of their need to accept the grant process for a generator previously approved for the Town Hall. $29,400 was voted on at the town meeting a year ago to meet the 50% match offered by the grant from Homeland Security. Mr. Hatch mentioned that the grant is an Emergency Management Performance Grant (EMPG) which is a FEMA grant for emergency preparedness. The grant covers security hardware items such as; cameras, panic buttons, etc.  Generators are on the list for anything that is considered critical infrastructure. They are working with school districts and municipalities to enhance security. The funds can be expected in the fall, when the new federal fiscal year begins.
· Mr. Bolton made a motion, seconded by Mr. McIver to move forward with the application and acceptance of the grant for the generator. All in favor
· Paul Freitas added there will be no need to raise extra funds as the town’s portion was already approved at the 2012 town meeting.
· Mr. Bolton made a motion, seconded by Mr. Conklin to encumber the $29,400.00 for the generator.  All in favor.
· Police Chief Steven Lefebvre discussed installing “no parking” signs on the Highland Street Extension (runs alongside the bakery toward the senior center). The area beside the bakery is private property; the wall on the other side is not and when vehicles park on both sides the road becomes too narrow. Signs will be placed on or against the retaining wall.
· Mr. Conklin made a motion to approve the posting of the “no parking” signs as described by the Police Chief; motion seconded by Mr. Bolton. All in favor.
· Police Chief Steven Lefebvre presented the Board with a proposed Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) with Plymouth State University.  The Select Board reviewed the MOU and suggested a few changes.
· Paul Freitas commented the first one is about the overall operation of the two departments. This one is in regard to how the one department works. 
· The Select Board will review the MOU further and send any ideas or    suggestions to Chief Lefebvre.

· Proclamation for the Semiquincentennial.
· The Board reviewed copies of a proclamation to be read at the 250th Semiquincentennial Celebration.
· Mrs. Scarborough suggested changing a line in the 2nd paragraph to read “special events to exhibit its rich history”.
· Mrs. Scarborough read a request from the chairman of the semiquincentennial committee to allow merchants to sell related items on the common on July 20th (main day of celebration). Mrs. Scarborough will get more information from the chair and then the Board can decide on this.

New Purchase Orders

· Police Chief Steven Lefebvre with Tri Tech’s Perform software; P-DM IMC software in the amount of $10,425.00
· Mr. Lewis made a motion to approve the purchase order; motion seconded by Mr. Conklin. All in favor.

Carry-Over Request

· Paul Freitas on the Town of Plymouth’s Semiquincentennial Committee (Semiquincentennial preparations) $1,794.95
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Mr. Conklin made a motion to approve the carryover of the semiquincentennial preparation monies in the amount of $1,794.95 and also Memorial Day balance of $985.89.  Both items are listed under patriotic purposes and represent a total of $2,780.84.  Mr. Conklin also added the $29,400.00, which was encumbered for the generator, to this motion to be carried over for this next fiscal year.   This was being done for finance tracking purposes.  Motion seconded by Mr. Bolton. All in favor.

PUBLIC HEARING OPENED AT 6:30

· Paul Hatch of Homeland Security, and Fire Chief Casino Clogston, came before the Board regarding the acceptance of a grant from Homeland Security and FEMA to offset the funding to replace the fire chief’s vehicle which was previously approved at the March 2012 town meeting.
· Paul Hatch said they will match town funds to purchase the command vehicle. This vehicle will be able to handle all types of emergency calls. 
· Chief Clogston said the vehicle will be an SUV (Ford Explorer Police Interceptor) and will be outfitted with two radios, small generator, maps, etc. The vehicle will be his primary vehicle, but will always be available for use by any department to assist with emergencies.
· Paul Freitas said this funding will help in getting a better vehicle and having it fully outfitted.
· Paul Hatch commented these are federal funds. FEMA disperses money to the state and the state then disperses to communities.
· PUBLIC HEARING CLOSED AT 6:34 pm
· Mr. Conklin made a motion to accept the grant from Homeland Security as a 50% match to offset funding of replacing the fire chief’s vehicle which was approved at the 2012 Town Meeting; motion seconded by Mr. Bolton.
· All in favor.

Public Comments: 		

· Frank Miller asked if the generator (for town hall) will be sized for upgrading for use by a public safety building.
· Paul Freitas answered no. Police Chief Steven Lefebvre added the police department has a significant generator that could be moved; as does the fire department.
· Police Chief Steven Lefebvre announced the lights at the end of Highland Street, intersecting with Tenney Mtn. Highway, were blinking probably due to the storm. Officers are there directing traffic. Also they will be readjusting the light sequencing and the yield sign (turning right onto Highland Street) will be gone.
· Paul Freitas added DOT is monitoring the intersection for safety lighting. DOT has been pulling lights at intersections throughout the state. Exits off 93 are being darkened. The state normally picked up lighting at intersections but the Town of Plymouth has been paying for the lights at the Tenney Mtn. Highway/Highland St. intersection.
· Police Chief Steven Lefebvre announced the Plymouth Police Department now has an officer certified in child safety seats. Officer Jill Carroll will be available to check the safety of child restraint seats by phoning the Police Station.
· KK Gauthier and Laurie Vachon spoke on behalf of their children regarding an application for a vending permit to set up a hot dog cart at 3 locations in Plymouth; one at 5 South Main St., one at the Clothespin on Tenney Mtn. Highway; one in the parking lot of Tractor Supply. Select Board approved and signed the vending permit. 


· 6:54 pm Chairperson Scarborough asked for a motion, to go into Non-Public. A motion was made by Mr. Conklin, and seconded by Mr. Bolton, to enter into a Non-Public session in accordance with RSA 91-A:3, II (a thru i) personnel. All in favor.

7:35pm Mr. Conklin made a motion, seconded by Mr. Bolton to come out of non-public.  All in favor by poll vote.

Adjourn:  7:36pm Mr. Lewis made a motion, seconded by Mr. Conklin to adjourn.  All in favor.
