· Mr. McIver made a motion to approve the reappointment; motion seconded by Mr. Lewis. All in favor.

Chairman’s Comments

· Mrs. Scarborough thanked the volunteers, as well as the Highway Department, for maintaining the flower barrels located along Main St. 

Personnel:

· Highway Department Manager, Peter Furmanick, approached the Board regarding rehiring a seasonal part-time employee. 
· This employee held this same position last winter so he is already trained for the job. He will start October 21, 2013.
· There was discussion on the job duties and applicant’s qualifications.
· Mr. Conklin made a motion to approve rehiring the employee for the winter season; motion was seconded by Mr. Bolton. All in favor.

New Purchase Orders:

· Fire Chief Casino Clogston on a Thermal Imaging Package for $10,430.00
· Fire Chief Clogston explained the camera will also include other items and can be taken into smoke-filled rooms and will also tell the room temperature. The camera can also be used to find people in the woods.
· Existing camera is 12 years old and will be used as backup.
· Discussion on upgraded technology of new camera.
· Mr. Lewis made a motion to approve the Purchase Order for the Thermal Imaging Package in the amount of $10,430.00; motion seconded by Mr. McIver. All in favor

Committee Reports:

· Mr. Lewis reported the Plymouth Village Water & Sewer District discussed Tenney Mtn. Highway improvements. Also discussed were new flushable items that are creating a problem.
· Mr. Bolton attended the last school board meeting and reported new policies had been approved and will be posted:
· Service animals
· Admission of homeless students
· Manifest educational hardship
· Concussion and head injuries
· Two issues will be addressed regarding the alert system
· They discussed placement of their nonpublic sessions during their meetings and their current system will not be changed.
· Mrs. Scarborough reported on the Campus Community Council meeting. It was noted Plymouth State University’s undergraduate enrolled was down and there are currently 4,000 undergraduate students enrolled.
· Off Campus Ambassador Program, which is a group of students who live off campus, will meet once a month. They will receive and share information that will help them to be successful Town of Plymouth tenants. The university has provided off-campus students with information sheets that have local ordinances.

New/Other Business:

· Time Capsule Discussion:
· Mrs. Scarborough reported a committee had been formed and they had a discussion regarding the plan to put students’ letters into the time capsule. The capsule will be placed in the town common on November 16th, 2013 at 11am. The public is invited to donate items specific to the year 2013. Items can be dropped off at the UPS store. Pictures, letters, items that won’t take up too much space and they will need to be dropped off by November 8th.
· Mr. Conklin made a motion to permit the capsule to be placed in the town common; motion seconded by Mr. Bolton. All in favor.
· 250th Video Request
· Mrs. Scarborough said the Historical Society would like PBTV’s DVD rights.
· Julies of PBTV said that sounds good and they will have a lot of work to market these. She said she doesn’t mind if they have the rights.
· Discussion on compiling all events onto one DVD.
· Exclusive rights won’t be granted as the town will retain their right to use the DVD.
· Mr. Conklin made a motion to permit the Plymouth Historical Society to use the DVDs that were taken over the course of the 250th Celebration to sell/market them for fundraising purposes as they see fit. This is not intended to be an exclusive right to use it as the town retains the right as well; motion seconded by Mr. Lewis. All in favor.
