People do not have to identify themselves when dropping off medications and the label can be removed. Mrs. Scarborough read a press release regarding the purpose of the program.
· Mrs. Scarborough spoke of Plymouth State University’s Halloween celebration and information on that is located on the Plymouth State University website.
· Plymouth’s Downtown Halloween Festival will be on Halloween night from 4:30 to 5:30 with town wide trick or treating to follow until 7:30.

· Seven Plymouth Regional High School students have become part of the committee. 
· Graffiti paint off event is being planned. 
· Mike Currier spoke of eventual plans for a BMX park.
· Insurance costs for the skate park is $10,000/year.
· Select Board thanked Mike Currier for the time he has put into this program.
· Paul Freitas spoke to the Select Board about the HELP Program which started out to be Helping Elderly Live Properly and has evolved into Helping Everyone Live Properly. 
· Many contractors donate their time and skills to help others needing assistance. Volunteers are always needed and they can contact Paul Freitas.
· Volunteers and those needing assistance remain anonymous. 
· Volunteer assistance ranges from replacing roofs to removing the snow from the end of someone’s driveway.
