· Mr. McIver reported the Planning Board reviewed and approved an application from PREP Contractors for a six-unit apartment building to be located at 28 Railroad Square.
· Mr. Conklin attended a Chamber of Commerce meeting where they discussed how the Chamber can promote Plymouth businesses. The next After Hours meeting will be hosted by Mosenthal Pain Care.
· Mr. Conklin attended the August 28, 2013 Plymouth Energy Commission meeting. The Commission is short two members and if anyone is interested they can send a letter to the Town Hall.

New/Other Business:

· Police Chief Steven Lefebvre discussed reducing the speed limit on New Hebron and Adams Roads. 
· Currently the speed limit on New Hebron Road is 35 and Adams Road is not posted which means by statute the speed limit is 35.
· Suggested speed limit for New Hebron Road is 30 mph; suggested speed limit for Adams Road is 25 mph.

Committee Reports:

· Mr. McIver reported the Planning Board heard a presentation, by Plymouth State University, regarding their co-generation plant conversion to compressed natural gas fuel.
· Mr. Scarborough asked Tim Keefe (in audience) when the first Campus Community Council meeting is to be held. Tim Keefe responded September 24th at 5:30 pm in town hall.
· Tim Keefe thanked the police department for participating in the CADY golf tournament and their involvement for Plymouth State University’s Move-In Day.

PUBLIC HEARING CALLED TO ORDER pursuant to RSA 41:14-a Acquisition or sale of land, buildings or both.

· Mrs. Scarborough read the opening statement/explanation (copy attached to these minutes).

The Plymouth Select Board welcome all present for this public hearing and wish to explain what it is that we intend to accomplish in accordance with requirements of RSA 41:14-a to acquire the land and building located at 46 Highland St.

Notes of Interest:

A. The purpose of this public hearing is to take public comment regarding the acquisition of property located at 46 Highland Street to be utilized by the Plymouth Fire and Police Departments as professional office space and rooms of residence for full-time employees.
B. This building has come up for sale by the owner and has been identified as being a prime location (adjacent to the fire department) to be an alternative solution to expending or bonding for a new facility for the fire and police departments. The Board has identified that the use of this new building will eliminate potential hazards associated with the employees working 24-hour shifts within the station who have expressed concern with the cleanliness and fumes within the current facility.
a. Further, the Board believes that by acquiring this property at the cost of $228,000 a substantial savings to taxpayers over the multi-million dollar facility that has been sought in the past for a new building to combine the departments into one location, is a benefit to the community.
C. The Selectmen have called a special non-appropriation Town Meeting for Wednesday, September 25, 2013 to be held at the Plymouth Elementary School starting at 7 pm for the purpose of designating the Selectmen as agents to expend two capital reserve accounts that have previously been established and raised through taxation for the purpose of land, building and maintenance. The total funds in these capital reserve accounts at this time are $248,000.
a. The Special non-appropriation Town Meeting held on Wednesday, September 25, 2013 will also include a third warrant article seeking to designate the Selectmen as agents to expend a capital reserve account previously established and raised through taxation for the purpose of dispatch equipment. The total of this fund is $130,946.
D. Final discussion and vote of the Board regarding this property purchase will be held on September 23, 2013

· Mrs. Scarborough read a letter from the Conservation Commission in reference to their approval of the purchase. Copy of letter attached to these minutes.
· Mrs. Scarborough read a letter from the Planning Board in references to their approval of the purchase. Copy of letter attached to these minutes.

Public Comment:

· Fire Chief Casino Clogston spoke regarding the advantages of this purchase. He stated he has spoken to several members of the public and has received positive feedback.
· Police Chief Steven Lefebvre spoke regarding sharing space with the fire department. They hope to make the dispatch room larger and replace outdated dispatch equipment.
· Frank Miller remarked this is an immediate solution to the space problem and this will be money well spent.
· Tim Keefe commented he is in favor of this solution and believes it is a wonderful opportunity for the town.

· 6:42 pm Chairman Scarborough asked for a motion to close the Public Hearing. A motion was made by Mr. Bolton, and seconded by Mr. McIver. All in favor.
