CALL TO ORDER:
John Randlett called the meeting to order at 6:36 p.m. Roll call of members was completed.
GENERAL PUBLIC COMMENTS:

ADMINISTRATIVE MATTERS:
· Copies of the February 20, 2014 minutes were distributed.
· Sharon Penney mentioned this is the first time hard copies of these have been distributed to the board. She also mentioned that the February 20th minutes are fairly extensive so even if you have read the email version, you might want to reread these as that was an important site plan meeting.

· John Randlett decided to defer the February 20th minute approval vote until next month to give the members time to read over them.

· The board individually reviewed the March 6th, 2014 minutes.

· Neil McIver noted two spelling errors on page #4. Make instead of made and requested instead of requesting.

· Jack Scarborough noted a spelling error verses to versus on page #4.

· Jack Scarborough made a motion to accept the March 6th, 2014 minutes as corrected, seconded by Paul Wilson. All in favor.
CORRESPONDENCE:
· Sharon Penney mentioned an invitation from the Office of Energy and Planning to attend the annual spring planning and zoning conference. The venue is being held at the Mountain View Grand in Whitefield. This event is on Saturday, May 3rd, 2014. She noted anyone interested to just let her know soon and the planning budget will pay for the registration fees. 
· Paul Wilson asked Sharon if no one is able to attend, are they able to get a copy of the materials used at this conference.  
· Sharon Penney stated that she will try to get the information, however, it will probably available be after the conference.
COMMITTEE REPORTS:

· BOARD OF SELECTMEN:

· Bill Bolton spoke to a presentation by Whipple Construction. This was in regards to redeveloping the ski area at Tenney Mountain. They have very grand plans. Paul Freitas offered to set up a board to review the plans to include the Tenney Mountain Association.
· Jack Scarborough stated that when he was the chair about seven years ago, the Tenney Mountain Association offered the water system to Plymouth Village Water and Sewer and they refused. He stated that the system produces 375 plus gallons per minute. There are two wells existing and will provide water for over 1200 units and is only servicing ninety nine right now. 
· John Randlett stated that all they were asked to do was maintain the system and they still refused.
· Jack Scarborough stated that he feels that the water and sewer district people fear is that all of Tenney Mountain Highway would become their responsibility and they do not want that liability.
· Neil McIver asked how far the Plymouth Village Water and Sewer district system goes. 
· Jack is not sure on how far their system goes, only the system for the Tenney Mountain Association system.
· CONSERVATION COMMISSION:

· Paul Wilson stated that he did bring the requested issue up to the Conservation Commission regarding the environmentally sensitive zone brought up by the planning board at their last meeting. The Conservation Commission did agree to work on redrafting the environmentally sensitive zone ordinance. He stated this will not be an immediate result, however, they will consult any expertise to propose a new draft for the environmentally sensitive zone.
· ZONING BOARD OF ADJUSTMENT:

· Sharon Penney spoke to the application at the last Zoning Board Meeting, April 1st, 2014. The application was for a variance out of the 75’ setback. This was a good education for the board on the amendments to the state’s comprehensive shoreland act. The variance did pass. Due to the variance, the septic and water system will be moved back on the lot and will remove the threat to the shore. 
· PLYMOUTH VILLAGE WATER & SEWER DISTRICT:

· PEMI RIVER LOCAL ADVISORY COMMITTEE:

· John Kelly noted that he did not attend the last meeting. He also asked if anyone else would like to take over this committee.
· Jack Scarborough volunteered to take over this committee.
· Sharon Penney requested Jack to keep in touch with her so that they can complete the proper paperwork to remove John Kelly as the representative and replace him with Jack Scarborough.
· PLYMOUTH REGIONAL EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT COMMITTEE:

UNFINISHED AND OTHER BUSINESS:

· Sharon Penney handed out the synopsis paper “Planning Board Input Session on TMH Corridor Study Update March 16th, 2014” to the board members. She asked all members to review the document and to contact her with any omissions as she will be submitting this to North Country Council.
· Paul Wilson noted that the first line states top three priorities; however, their copies only show two.
· Sharon Penney stated that she would correct this omission and e-mail to members.
PUBLIC COMMENTS:

· Frank Miller spoke to the “Planning Board Input Session on TMH Corridor Study Update March 16th, 2014. He suggested they should also focus on the Zoning Ordinance for the site plan review regarding driveways. 
· Sharon Penney stated that this has been addressed and will be part of each project on a case by case basis. It is noted that the Department of Transportation will check with the appropriate town departments on the town’s needs as well as the property owner. 
· Frank Miller suggested that it should be noted that the property owners work with the DOT due to their ten year plan and this will avoid changes or moving of driveways in the future. 
· Sharon Penney noted that any driveway permit application does go through Brian Murphy (Code Enforcement) as well as herself. She stated they always contact the DOT to make sure there are no adverse effects for the future.
· Frank Miller is concerned with the property owners who have driveways that are grandfathered in. 
· Jack Scarborough asked Frank Miller to confirm his understanding of what he was speaking to. 
· Frank Miller confirmed that Jack Scarborough was on the same page.
· Neil McIver asked when they would be able to meet with the DOT again in regards to their feedback on their plans for TMH.
· Sharon Penney noted that she did not believe the DOT would get too invested in this until an actual Ten Year project plan was set forth, which she believes is in the fall. She noted she would contact Mary Poesse, the transportation planner at North Country Council. She believes the board could help the process along by writing a letter and send to the Select Board to get the process going on the driveway MOU. 
· Paul Wilson asked to clarify what problem they are currently concerned about.
· Neil McIver explained that he is looking for a solution for the Smith Bridge Road access. He feels this access is very unsafe and needs to be addressed soon before someone is seriously hurt in this area.
· Sharon Penney suggested that they let her talk to the district engineer first. She has no idea if this would be in their ten year plan, what is in their budget or if this could be considered right now. 
· John Kelly feels this has been on their plan for to many years and that they never seem to want to address the issues at this intersection. He feels they need the right person to put this over the top so that someone will finally address the problem.
· Frank Miller spoke to the history of the TMH Corridor. He stated that the number one issue he has heard over the years is the safe entry from Smith Bridge Road onto TMH and the road drainage system. He has been to several meetings and this is always the first problem discussed. He believes by getting the GIS map and identifying the location where the problem is and come up with a concept, instead of just a verbal plan, will help the process along.
· John Kelly asked if anyone has ever discussed the NHEC going from two driveways to just one. He does understand there are two different problems, safety as well as cost to NHEC.
· Bill Bolton noted that this probably will not happen since they will be relocating to Fairgrounds Road. 
· Bob Dragon and Frank Miller spoke to this being premature as they do not have enough data to go on yet. They need to have a concept to move forward.
· Jack Scarborough asked, what would be wrong with mandating the driveways to be one way.
· Frank Miller noted the tractor trailer trucks with the electric poles versus customers in vehicles, bicycles and that this is why they have two separate driveways. The turning radius for the tractor trailer trucks as well.
ADJOURNMENT:
· Jack Scarborough made a motion to adjourn; motion seconded by Bill Bolton.  All in favor.
