· Planning Board Bylaw Update:
 Past boards have made changes to the bylaws from time to time. After a lengthy discussion, it was decided that the following be amended to 6A:
  # 4, The Chair may add, change, or cancel any meeting by majority vote of the Board members.

Mike Ahern clarified the wording, John Randlett put forward a motion accepting the wording as such, and Paul Wilson seconded the motion. All in favor of adding this amendment to the bylaws by poll vote.
