They’re working on the rebate paperwork with the NH Electric Co-op.  PVWSD has also received the appraisal for the proposed new well in Holderness, which they will review. 
· Mr. Bolton announced that there was a Conservation Commission Committee that he couldn’t attend. A Planning Board meeting was held to discuss a Lot Line Adjustment that was behind the Agway building.  Also discussed was the expanded use of the Abode building on Tenney Mountain Highway from a model home to a tourist home. 
· Mr. Girouard attended a Plymouth Regional Chamber of Commerce meeting. They’re in the midst of reorganization where they’ll combine with other chambers to become a new entity.  This is happening between now and July 1, 2015. It will combine with the Pemi Valley Chamber of Commerce and the Squam Lake Chamber of Commerce to be called the Central NH Chamber of Commerce. It should have a good effect on tourism in New Hampshire. Mr. McIver asked, if the Main Street Plymouth Program still active? Mr. Girouard said no that it is no longer an entity. Mrs. Scarborough said that it has been a long time since it disbanded.
