Updates:			

· Mike Currier and John Roy presented the Select Board with an update from the Non-Profit Committee Report. 
· The request from the Waterville Valley Regional Chamber of Commerce is a membership payment. The payment is $45 more than initially requested. They are interested in helping to promote Plymouth’s semiquincentennial celebrations. Plymouth is the only town in the area that doesn’t support the WV Chamber of Commerce.
· Mrs. Scarborough stated that based on the additional amount requested by the WV Chamber of Commerce they will have to decrease the original amount for the Pemi Youth Center. 
· Mid-State Health amount was increased to $6,000 from $4,300.
· Mike Currier told the Select Board that people were grateful the amounts did not decrease. John Roy said they understand there is only so much money.
· John Randlett presented the Select Board with an update from the Budget Committee.
· John Randlett said the Town Administrator and department heads had gone above and beyond on the budget. This is the fifth year in a row they have been able to make cuts to keep the budget balanced.
· Mrs. Scarborough commented at this point in the budget they are approximately $180,000 under the budget. At some point infrastructure issues will need to be addressed.

· Plymouth State University President Sara Jayne Steen was on a radio show called “First Class Businesses”. The interview is on the University’s website. The discussion is on economic development in Plymouth and where the University stands/interfaces with local businesses.

· Mr. Lewis updated the Select Board on the last Planning Board meeting. A date of January 22, 2013, with a potential 2nd public hearing for February, was set for the public hearing on three warrant articles for proposed zoning amendments; lighting and signs were also discussed.
· Mr. Conklin stated he saw Time Warner Cable was placed on the agenda. 
· Mrs. Scarborough commented that the main issue is to request of the public if someone lives in Plymouth and does not have Time Warner Cable and they aren’t located on Texas Hill and Cummings Hill Road (Texas Hill Road where it intersects with Cummings Hill Road then up to New Hebron Road)  to let the Town know they aren’t covered.

Other Business:		

· Steve Whitman spoke to the Select Board regarding the regulatory audit of the Zoning Ordinances. He had requested that it be a project for one of his classes. Sharon Penney, Town Planner, said if he wanted to know why the Board had denied his request, he should meet with them.
· Mrs. Scarborough stated the reason for denial was due to the letter of September 14, 2012 which was sent to the Planning Board. Steven Whitman was signatory to the letter.
· Steve Whitman asked if that was the petition Gunnar drafted. Mrs. Scarborough answered she was not sure who drafted it but it had to do with Riverside Landing. Mrs. Scarborough said the Select Board felt the letter created a perception of a predisposition (or bias) that would potentially influence the outcome of the regulatory audit if it were conducted. She stated she was not suggesting he is biased.
· Steve Whitman countered with it was a fact they all have a bias, all have opinions about how they think things are being done – right or wrong. They being the Board members, citizens, everyone. The way the Regulatory Audit works is simply a formula for reviewing the Master Plan. Looking at policy recommendations of the Master Plan the Planning Board has adopted and then looking at land use regulations. It is a good thing for Plymouth students as they are studying planning. The students don’t get a chance to interact with the Planning Board. This is meant to be a working document to be used with discussions for the Planning Board.
· Mr. Conklin commented his issue is the letter drew legal conclusions that were not warranted or supported by evidence. Signers have a strong opinion and he stated he is not comfortable having someone with that strong of an opinion influencing the way these regulations might be changed.
· Steve Whitman said they should be able to be free to support policy and he views this as a lost opportunity for the town.
· Mr. Lewis stated the Select Board discussed this in December and he didn’t completely agree there was a bias. If they were going to do an audit with the students it should be submitted to the Planning Board.
· Steve Whitman asked if the request had gone to the Town Planner and the Select Board didn’t know.
