New Purchase Orders:
            The Selectmen approved the following purchase orders:
1. Police Chief Steve Lefebvre - in the amount of $177,475.00 for Dispatch & Police Building Renovations ($130,949 – 2013/2014 carry over and balance of $46,529 – 2014/2015 grant for dispatch and police renovations).  Mr. McIver made a motion, seconded by Mr. Bolton to approve this purchase order.  All in favor.
2. Police Chief Steve Lefebvre – in the amount of $11,220 for IMC Software.  Emergency Management grant/federal share equals $46,526.00.  Mr. Bolton made a motion, seconded by Mr. Conklin to approve this purchase order.  All in favor.

Carry Overs
· Kathy Lowe discussed LGC Healthtrust Safety funds for up to the amount of $1,600.00.  Mr. Conklin made a motion, seconded by Mr. Bolton to approve this carry over.  All in favor.
· Casino Clogston – Fire Building Maintenance (46 Highland St.) $25,000.00. Mr. Conklin made a motion, seconded by Mr. Bolton to approve this carry over. All in favor.

Committee Reports:
· Mr. Girouard attended a Chamber meeting on June 13, 2014. The Music Festival was a success. More events will be planned for the future.
· Mr. Bolton attended a Conservation Commission meeting on June 17, 2014. There was a discussion about trails and signage that may need improvement. He also attended Planning Board meeting on June19, 2014, along with Mr. McIver. A public presentation on the Tenney Mountain Highway Corridor was given.

New/Other Business:
· Mark Okrant read his letter written to the Board of Selectmen, dated June 12, 2014 (letter attached to these minutes). There are concerns regarding additional student housing on Merrill St., from the families living in this neighborhood. There was a discussion, and Jim Hundrieser, Vice President of Plymouth State University indicated that when an incident is reported to the University, they will intervene. It is important to report violations when they occur. Mr. McIver pointed out that this concern is not being taken lightly.
