Visitors:
Jeff Evancic addressed the Board in regard to the development of the Tenney Mtn. ski area property. Jeff works for Whipple Construction, from Worchester, MA, along with Bob Mulcahy and Woody Miller, who are parts of his team. His company proposes to develop a residential 4 season resort, with a strong connection to down town. The idea is to draw university and Boston people to this area. This is going to be a family orientated resort. Some highlights include:
· Skiing for $40 per day, with discounts for students
· Zip line and climbing
· Water feature such as a white-water/ lazy river and two beach clubs
	A man-made lake of approximately 18 acres would be created, which would assist with snow-making for the mountain.
	It is estimated that it would take about 3 years, and 4-5 million dollars to put the mountain back together. It will be based on a village community. There will be several types of housing, including workforce, entry level multi-family, elderly and luxury units.
A family orientated hotel would be built during phase one and two. An estimated 350 construction jobs would be created in addition to an estimated 900 full time, retail jobs, for our area. 
Tenney Mountain Expansion would pay for all water and sewer infrastructure during construction on the mountain at no cost to Plymouth Village Water and Sewer (PVWS). PVWS has been looking for a secondary water source, and this would be sold to them. This proposal hinges on acceptance from PVWS, who could not be present for this meeting.	This whole project could bring in $4.5M in additional revenue to the town.
	Mrs. Scarborough stated that she would like the town to succeed, but the boards should get together to discuss this proposal.
	Paul Freitas stated that the Select Board, Planning Board, Zoning Board and PVWS should get together and form a sub-committee, to discuss and create a matrix for this venture. This will be scheduled at a future date, to include Jeff, who has investors and money to start this project.

New/Other Business:
· Colin McIver and Town Planner, Sharon Penney gave a brief overview of the airport master plan. Mrs. Scarborough suggested that a motion be made to re-authorize Paul Freitas to sign agreements, grants and contracts on behalf of the Town of Plymouth regarding the Plymouth airport project. A motion was made by Mr. Conklin to designate Paul Freitas as signatory for the Town of Plymouth, for the Plymouth Airport; seconded by Mr. Girouard. All in favor.
· Mr. Freitas gave an update on the Town website. Juliet Harvey-Bolia is creating another website, because the present website will be unsupported after April 15, 2014. This is a short term solution for the present.
