· Town Hall Offices will be closed tomorrow in observance of Veterans Day. There will be a ceremony in front of Town Hall starting at 10:30 AM. All are welcome to attend. 

Appointments:
· Thomas McGlauflin – Appointment as an alternate member to the Zoning Board, term expiration – 2017. Mr. McIver and Mr. Conklin spoke in favor of this appointment. Mr. Bolton made a motion; seconded by Mr. Conklin to approve this appointment. All in favor.

Visitors:
· Paul Hatch –Field Representative at NH Department of Safety-Homeland Security and Emergency Management, gave a brief overview of 3 Emergency Management Performance Grants (EMPG), to be accepted. 
·  The Town of Plymouth Select Board, in a majority vote, accepted the terms of the Emergency Management Performance Grant (EMPG) as presented in the amount of $2666.00 for the purchase and installation of emergency warning equipment on the town’s Emergency Management pickup truck and furthermore, the Select Board acknowledges that the total cost of this project will be $5,332.00, in which the Town will be responsible for a 50% match ($2,666.00). Mr. Bolton made a motion; seconded by Mr. Conklin to accept this grant.  The grant was signed by the Select Board, and notarized by the Town Clerk, Karen Freitas.
· The Town of Plymouth Select Board, in a majority vote, accepted the terms of the Emergency Management Performance Grant (EMPG) as presented in the amount of $900.00, for the purchase and installation of school emergency notification software at Plymouth Elementary School and furthermore, the Select Board acknowledges that the total cost of this project will be $1,800.00, in which the Town/SAU will be responsible for a 50% match ($900.00). Mr. Conklin made a motion; seconded by Mr. McIver to accept this grant. All in favor. The grant was signed by the Select Board, and notarized by the Town Clerk, Karen Freitas.
· The Town of Plymouth Select Board, in a majority vote, accepted the terms of the Emergency Management Performance Grant (EMPG) as presented in the amount of $2,950.00, for the purchase and installation of an emergency Mobile Radio on the town’s Emergency Management pickup truck and furthermore, the Select Board acknowledges that the total cost of this project will be $5,900.00, in which the Town will be responsible for a 50% match ($2950.00). Mr. Girouard made a motion; seconded by Mr. Bolton to accept this grant. All in favor. The grant was signed by the Select Board, and notarized by the Town Clerk, Karen Freitas.
  
Committee Reports:
· Mr. Bolton attended a Planning Board Work Session. Zoning ordinance recommendations and clarification of Zoning Board language were discussed.  A universal language for boards is being explored.
· Mrs. Scarborough attended a Plymouth Village Water and Sewer District meeting. Jason Randall is the new Plant Manager. The District is waiting for a shoreline permit, to get their solar project underway. The Hometown Holiday event will have a food tent and bonfire set up on District property after the parade.

Unfinished Business:
· Mr. Conklin gave a brief review and discussion of the finalized Time Warner Cable contract. The effective date is Nov. 10, 2014, for a period of 8 years. A motion was made by Mr. Conklin; seconded by Mr. Bolton to approve and execute this contract. All in favor. Board members signed the contract.
· Joe Fagnant, Highway Manager discussed options available for a failed culvert on Hunt Road East. This culvert is owned jointly with the Town of Bridgewater. There has been a break- down in communication between the two towns. A temporary fix could be made to the culvert, but money would be better spent on a correctly executed, permanent fix.
Joe suggested the Plymouth Board reach out to the Bridgewater Board in order to work
together.  Mr. Freitas mentioned that 75% of the cost for repair could be obtained through mitigation with grant money. The town match portion would be split by the two towns. A letter will be drafted and sent via certified mail to the Bridgewater Select Board.

Public Comments:
· Jim Hundrieser, Vice President for enrollment and student affairs at Plymouth State University addressed the Board. He thanked Town Administrator, Paul Freitas and his leadership crew for being instrumental with what could have been a very active and busy weekend two weeks ago. Likewise, Mrs. Scarborough thanked the University for their participation and cooperation.

Mrs. Scarborough asked students from Plymouth Regional High School to come up to the table to get their Civics Class papers signed.
