Bid Announcements:
· Approve bid for Plowing at Boulder Point-Highway Manager, Joe Fagnant. Town Administrator, Mr. Paul Freitas spoke regarding the meeting for the bid opening. Mr. Conklin made a motion; seconded by Mr. McIver to accept the bid from RM Piper for the Plowing and sanding of Boulder Point Road. All in favor. 
· Mrs. Valerie Scarborough asked for permission to sign both contracts submitted. Mr. Conklin made a motion; seconded by Mr. McIver to authorize Mrs. Scarborough as signatory to the contracts submitted.  All in favor
· Approve bid for Winter Service-Highway Manager, Joe Fagnant. Mr. McIver made a motion; seconded by Mr. Girouard to approve bid submitted by RM Piper for Winter Service. All in favor. 
  
Committee Reports:
· Mr. Bolton gave a brief review and discussion of the Conservation Commission meeting that met Tuesday, Nov. 18th 2014. Two new members, Mr. Chris Buckley and Ms. Rebecca Hanson, attended the meeting and discussed plowing issues, such as parking areas for the Conservation Commission; the Chairman has requested to increase the budget to hire snow removal during the winter. Mr. Buckley is responsible for the receivable of the rates before the budget becomes effective. Environmental services also attended the meeting to explain the changes in the dredges and drill permit that was requested for the O’Reilly auto parts store project. This would require them to go back and get further approval from the state for the dredge and drill permit. The next meeting of the Conservation Commission is Tuesday, Dec. 16th 2014 in the library. 
· Mr. Bolton also gave a brief overview of the Planning Board, which met on Nov. 18th 2014 and they reviewed the site plan submitted for O’Reilly auto parts store and that’s an area that will be built between Walmart and Genesis Healthcare. The Planning Board found that the plan was complete and a public hearing will be held on Dec. 18th 2014. Discussion on language changes to zoning ordinances to make lease definitions more contemporary. For instance, changes from “tourist home” to “bed and breakfast” and also correct other definitions, such as “tree”, “airport”, and “industry”. 
· Mr. Conklin gave a brief review and discussion of the Energy Commission meeting, which has an interest in doing a solar array, therefore, creating a net metering facility for the Town of Plymouth. Representatives, Mr. Bill Johnstone and two more colleagues were present at the meeting. Also mentioned were the street lights which will be going to Highland Street soon.
· Mr. McIver briefly talked about the Campus Community Council meeting, which was the last meeting of the year. 
· Mrs. Scarborough reported that the Plymouth Village and Water Sewer District does not meet until Dec. Tuesday, Nov. 25, 2014.
