· Chief Lefebvre approached the Board to request that Nicholas Raymond be appointed as full time Police Officer for the Town of Plymouth. After a brief overview of his qualifications, Mr. Conklin made a motion, seconded by Mr. McIver, to appoint Nicholas Raymond as a full time Police Officer for the Town of Plymouth. All in favor. Karen Freitas administered the oath.



New Purchase Orders:

· Mike Ray, Recycling Center manager asked for approval for a Bobcat of New Hampshire; $30,778.00 for S650 T4 Bobcat Skid-Steer Loader. Mr. Bolton made a motion, seconded by Mike Conklin to approve this purchase order. All in favor.

Committee Reports:
· Mr. Girouard attended the Plymouth Regional Chamber of Commerce meeting. Chamber collaborations and budgetary issues were discussed. Mr. Girouard is working on license applications for events happening in Plymouth. Application fees may apply for particular events. The application is very specific. Department heads need to write in anything extra for a particular event. Mrs. Scarborough suggested an effective date of Jan. 1, 2015, and all applications will be thoroughly scrutinized. Chief Lefebvre emphasized that the applications are not to be dropped off at the Selectmen’s office for departmental signatures, as has been done previously. 
· Mr. Bolton attended a Planning Board meeting. There was approval of a RFP for a facilitator for the Master Plan. Mr. Bolton announced the passing of Gerry Gontarz. “Mr. G” was a beloved teacher, husband, father and friend. He will be missed.
·  Mr. Conklin attended the Plymouth Elementary School Board meeting. Aside from the students doing well in athletics, there was nothing new to report.
· Mr. McIver attended a Campus Community Council meeting, hosted by Frank Cocchiarella, Assistant VP for Student affairs at Plymouth State University. Homecoming and Parents weekend was discussed. There were less parties but more foot traffic was reported. The fire department has a full time medic on call at all times, resulting in a higher level of care, student housing in town is being checked this year and training sessions on the use of fire extinguishers is being offered. The issue of skateboarding on Court St. was discussed and recommendations made. There are fewer students enrolled this year, but they seem to be interacting with the community better. Mr. McIver also noted that students at the University are working on the production of a map with marked areas and assessment of invasive plant species in Plymouth. A public relations campaign will be developed for identification of invasive plant species, followed by containment and eradication of these plants.
