Visitors:
· Paul Hatch –Field Representative at NH Department of Safety-Homeland Security and Emergency Management, gave a brief overview of the Emergency Management Performance Grant (EMPG).  Mr. Bolton made a motion; seconded by Mr. McIver to accept this grant. The Town of Plymouth Select Board, in a majority vote, accepted the terms of the Emergency Management Performance Grant (EMPG) as presented in the amount of $1,260.00 for the purchase and installment of school emergency notification software at Plymouth Regional High School and four (4) police department devices and furthermore, the Select Board acknowledges that the total cost of the project will be $2,520.00, in which the Town/SAU will be responsible for a 50% match ($1,260.00). The grant was signed by the Select Board, and notarized by the Town Clerk, Karen Freitas.
· Omer Ahern – Gave a brief introduction of himself. He is a candidate for State Representative. He thanked the Board for allowing him to come before them, and also thanked them for their service to the Town.
· Alex Herbst – PSU Student Body President, stated that election week on campus is from Oct. 27, 2014 – Nov. 4, 2014. The goal is to inform students and assist with questions pertaining to voter registration, here in Plymouth. Vans will be provided for the students to be able to get to the polls. Mr. McIver asked if there was going to be a forum with the candidates. One is not planned.

· Rebecca Hanson – Appointment to Conservation Commission as a fully seated member, term expiration – 2016. Mr. Bolton spoke on her behalf, as did Mr. McIver. It was mentioned that she would be interested in becoming a member of the Planning Board as well.  Mr. McIver made a motion; seconded by Mr. Bolton, to accept the appointment. All in favor.

· Accept letter of resignation from Paul Wilson as a member of the Conservation Commission and also Plymouth Planning Board. Mr. Bolton made a motion; seconded by Mr. Conklin. All in favor.
· Accept letter of resignation from Gunnar Baldwin, Jr. as a member of the Plymouth Energy Commission. Mr. Conklin made a motion; seconded by Mr. Girouard. All in favor.
· Accept letter of resignation from Patty Dimick as a member of the Plymouth Parks and Recreation Commission.  Mr. Conklin made a motion; seconded by Mr. Bolton. All in favor.




Chairman’s Comments:
· Mrs. Scarborough mentioned that there is an urgent need for alternate members for the Zoning and Planning Boards. Possible delays could result if not enough members are present during the meetings.
New/Other Business:
· Joe Menfi / Colin McIver regarding Radio Control Planes at Plymouth Airport:
· Joe Menfi voiced his opinion that there are safety concerns, when using the airport for non-aviation use. (Letter attached )  The “Sherman Fliers” are looking for positive growth of the airfield.
· Airport Manager Colin McIver stated that the use of the airfield for model aircraft, gives other people the opportunity to use the field. Aircraft field rules are comprehensive, and strictly enforced.
