· Letter from PRLAC requesting possible candidates for appointment as representatives for Plymouth. 
· Mr. Conklin stated that Ms. Tracey Sales from DES contacted them concerning the NH Rivers Protection Act. In her email, she suggests that the Select Board find an eligible candidate, who resides within New Hampshire and is interested in business conservation, recreation and agriculture for a 3 year term. If anyone is interested in becoming a member of the Pemigewasset River Local Advisory Committee, please contact the town hall. 

Personnel:	

· Deputy Fire Chief, Mr. Tom Morrison – Request to hire Mr. Stephen Finn as a full-time firefighter:
· Mr. Morrison introduced Mr. Finn. He stated that the Fire Department began interviewing candidates months ago and candidates who were selected went through an 8 hour evaluation. In addition, Mr. Finn is a PSU graduate and has been involved with the Fire Department for 8 years. 
· Mr. Conklin asked when he’ll be finished with the medic course. 
· Mr. Finn stated that he will be finished in a year. 
· Mr. Morrison stated that Mr. Finn will have an Associate’s Degree in Para-Medicine. 
· Mr. Bolton made a motion to hire Mr. Finn; seconded by Mr. Girouard. All in favor. 

Plaque Presentations:	
· Mr. Conklin announced that Mr. John Randlett and Mr. Jack Scarborough are to receive plaques for their service as Planning Board members.  

Appointments:	
· Ms. Susan Swope is to be reappointed to the Plymouth Conservation Commission for a 3 year term as the Scribe: 
· Mr. Conklin stated that the Select Board decided that if there are more than 7 members, then the other members are considered to be alternates. 
· Mr. Neil McIver made a motion to accept her appointment; seconded by Mr. Bolton. All in favor. 

· Mr. Todd Moore made a request for an appointment to the Plymouth Energy Commission: 

· He is been a resident for 4 years and is experienced with energy use, professionally and personally. 

· Mr. McIver made a motion to approve the appointment; seconded by Mr. Bolton. All in favor. 

Visitors:				

· Ms. Paula Woodward – Daughters of the American Revolution (DAR):
· Ms. Woodward is the organizer of the Pemigewasset chapter of DAR. She presented that DAR is a service society, looking for women who are 18 years and older who can prove lineal descent from a patriot of the American Revolution are eligible. 
· DAR’s mission to promote historic preservation, such as documents; places; and genealogical records. It promotes education to its members, as well as scholarships.  
· Ms. Woodward announced an organization meeting will be held on June 13, 2015. 
· She’d like proclamation for DAR from the Select Board, a presentation from the Select Board at the organization meeting, and then a photo as well. 

Bid Announcements/Discussion of Project: 
· Solar Array Request For Proposal (RFP) – Approve recommendation from Mr. Chris Brown, Plymouth Energy Commission to accept bid from Revision Energy: 
· Mr. Brown stated that it is a Request for Qualifications for a potential solar array the Plymouth municipal airport. He stated that he has received 4 responses, which were discussed at an Energy Commission meeting. They’d like it if the Select Board allowed them to discuss revision energy. 
· He also stated that the initial goal is to use a solar array at the municipal airport to offset a significant percentage of the town’s electric usage. 
· Mr. Conklin inquired whether the project will be expensive. 
· Mr. Brown stated that he tried to receive a Power of Purchase Agreement, which would allow the company who owns the array, lease the location of the array and sell the electricity to the town until the town’s decides to take ownership. He summarized that the Power of Purchase Agreement wouldn’t require an initial expense until later. 
· Mr. Conklin stated even after the Power of Purchase Agreement, the town would not be obligated to make a purchase. 
· Mr. Bolton inquired whether the Power of Purchase Agreement with the Electric Coop matters. 
· Mr. Brown replied that for a larger sized solar array, it will be better after the agreement for the larger systems. 
· Mr. Conklin stated for net-metering and larger system that changes will not affect the town. He inquired whether the Select Board would like to endorse the project. 
· Mr. McIver made a motion to consider promoting the project; seconded by Mr. Bolton. All in favor. 
· Mr. Paul Freitas stated that the Select Board has to authorize the Energy Commission to use the company. 
· Mr. McIver made a motion; seconded by Mr. Bolton. All in favor.

New Business:			
· Discuss BOS Plate: 
· Mr. Girouard stated that in the past, they have discussed development along Main Street. 
· Mr. McIver believes that it would be an important project that would help local business and the community. 
Committee Reports:
· Mr. McIver met with the Conservation Commission on April 21, 2015. They discussed their budget, details pertaining to trail construction, the possibilities of determining the boundaries of land owned on Tenney Mountain, and discussed the application for the Riverside development project. It was decided that they are concerned about the project. 
· He also attended the Campus Community Council. They discussed the efforts of the university’s organizations that will help bring about a peaceful organization for Spring Fling. 
· Mr. Bolton attended a Planning Board meeting, where they met with the representatives of the Fairfield Inn and heard from concerned citizens. 
· Mr. Conklin attended the Plymouth Energy Commission meeting which was previously discussed. 

Other Business:
· Mr. Bolton stated that it would involve the town’s engineer. He feels that projects, such as the Boulder Point project and the soldiers’ home need more work. 
· Mr. Freitas stated that both projects are at the planning level. 
· Mr. Bolton suggested that the Select Board should meet with the President of Plymouth State University. Also, he feels that the Select Board should work on road repairs.
· Mr. Freitas stated that the Select Board has to make a decision on the engineering of Highland Street to be ready for the next construction season. 
· Mr. McIver stated that he’d like for the proposal to be on the agenda for the next meeting. He also stated that the Conservation Commission was approached by faculty at PSU because their graduate students have been researching invasive species and would like to do research in the area. It would cost 10 dollars per hour, per student and gas reimbursement. 
· Mr. Freitas stated a selectman needs to oversee local parades. He also mentioned that the Select Board has to start thinking about increasing revenues and receiving highway block grants. 
· Mr. Freitas also stated that the Select Board has to decide whether to attain the 2 acres at Snowy Gables or take down the building. The Select Board will have to go through the building and see if there’s anything of value, for instance, the kitchen equipment. 
· Mr. Conklin suggested approaching the old owners’ of the McDonald’s to see if they’re interested in the property.
