Visitors:				
· Mr. Chris Brown, Mr. Steve Whitman and Mr. Peter Martin of the Energy Commission came before the Board to discuss a proposed Solar Array at the Plymouth Municipal Airport.
· Mrs. Scarborough inquired as to whether or not they had gotten any feedback from the pilots who use the airport on a regular basis. 
· Mr. Chris said that they have not spoken to pilots who use the airport. 
· Mr. Martin has researched the potential problems with an airport site, specifically the FAA and the NH DOT regulations, and he has decided that using the airport as a site would not be problematic. 
· Mrs. Scarborough suggested that they ought to gather all of the pilots and get their consensus about all of the potential issues involved.  
· Mr. Whitman said that he could create an online survey, through Survey Monkey, to be answered by local pilots. He also researched and compiled a list of airports that have Solar Arrays. 
· Mr.  Freitas said that he wasn’t disputing whether or not the airport can have a Solar Array, but rather whether or not the pilots want it and that it might create a potential liability for the town. 
· Mr. Martin suggested that photovoltaic panels are virtually non-reflective and reflect about 2-4 percent of the light. 
· Mrs. Scarborough inquired as to whether they have considered the town property at the Recycling Center for the Solar Array site. 
· Mr. Conklin also stated that they have discussed other properties, such as property behind the Recycling Center. 
· Mr. Whitman stated that they have not done further research into those properties because there are other cleared sites. 
· Mrs. Scarborough stated that the land across from Plymouth’s Municipal Airport brought considerable revenue to the town last year and so using this land for the Solar Array would be beneficial. 
· Mr. Whitman stated that a Power Purchase Agreement is an option, where they would buy a 100 Kilowatts from a private company, which would put the financing together and the town would buy the energy.
