· Mr. Larry Gibson, Parks & Recreation department discussed a purchase order to    Greenland’s Outdoor Power Equipment Corporation in the amount of $5,679.99 for the purchase of an Exmark Walk-Behind Turf Mower.  The purchase of this mower was approved at the 2014 town meeting.  Mr. Conklin made a motion; seconded by Mr. Bolton to approve the purchase of the mower. All in favor. 

New Business:			None	

Committee Reports:

· Mr. McIver attended the Plymouth Village Water and Sewer district meeting on January 13, 2015. He stated that a revised job description was approved for a coordinator from a maintenance program.  A proposed warrant for a district meeting for projects on Tenney Mountain Highway and Fairgrounds Road for water exploration was also reviewed.  There’s a Budget Bond and Borrowing hearing scheduled on January 27, 2015 at 6:00PM. 
· Mr. McIver also attended the Planning Board hearing on January 20, 2015 regarding a Petitioned Zoning Amendment. He stated that the hearing will be continued on February 3, 2015. 
· Mr. Conklin attended the Plymouth Energy Commission meeting, which addressed installing LED lights throughout Plymouth.  The Co-op decided to go with a 45 watt bulb instead of the usual 60 watt bulb. Also addressed was possibility of a solar array. 
· Mr. Bolton asked Mr. Conklin, if any of the LED lights have been taken out.  Mr. Conklin said that some bulbs have been replaced. 
· Mr. McIver added that the Plymouth Village Water and Sewer’s solar array is online and producing power, and is starting to bring in money. 
· Mr. Paul Freitas added that the town has seen a significant amount of savings from switching to LED. 

Other Business:

Public Hearing is opened at 6:15 PM on the FY 15/16 Municipal Budget

· A page by page review of the budget was started by Mrs. Scarborough.

· Mrs. Scarborough began with page 23, pointing out that the budget is $144,210 lower than the current fiscal year’s budget.  She reminded the public that the current fiscal year’s budget enabled the Select Board to bring the town’s tax rate down by $1.14. 

· Pages 1-14, no comments.

· Page 15, Mr. Frank Miller questioned why the revenue is not shown above the Airport budget similar to other departments. Mr. Freitas explained to Mr. Miller that the Airport Fund is not part of the general revenue and goes into a trust fund. Mrs. Scarborough also explained that because the revenue goes into a trust fund, it is not available in the municipal budget.

· Pages 16-22, no comments. 

· Page 23, Mr. Sansoucie asked if the Highland Street reserves will be used this year. Mrs. Scarborough said yes, but that the funds would not be used on Highland Street. 

· Mr. Freitas explained that where the funds were used is at the discretion of the Select Board and the Highway Superintendent, and that their attention is on the infrastructure issue on Langdon St. He also explained that Ms. Penney and he are seeking a grant that could help fund Highland Street. 
· Mr. Freitas also told the Board that the Capital Improvements Committee (CIP) met with the Town’s Highway manager as well as the Road Agent and District Administrator, Merelise O’Connor of Plymouth Village Water & Sewer Department (PVW&SD).  The town and PVW&SD will be working together in the future to coordinate infrastructure improvements on roads in town.

 Public Comments:

· Mr. Alex Herbst, Student Body President at Plymouth State University (PSU) informed the Select Board that PSU is planning its Super Bowl celebration in the Hartman Union Building on February 1, 2015 at 6PM.  He also announced that on February 11th, 2015 the university will be holding its annual Ski Day at Waterville Valley, and a” Town Hall meeting” to be held on February 24, 2015. 
· Mr. Joe Fagnant asked Mr. Herbst, if the school was making any provisions for student parking for the event.   Mr. Herbst said that parking should not be an issue because most of the students live either on campus or nearby and will be walking. 

· 6:41 pm Chairperson Scarborough asked for a motion to go into Non-Public.  A motion was made by Mr. Bolton, and seconded by Mr. Conklin, to enter into a Non-Public session in accordance with RSA 91-A3, II (a) personnel. All in favor by poll vote.

· 7:28 pm Mr. Conklin made a motion, seconded by Mr. Girouard to come out of non-public.  All in favor by poll vote.
