· Mr. Randlett made a motion to appoint Mr. Comeau and Mr. Dawson; seconded by Mr. Girouard. All in favor.

· Mr. John Keller—Accept letter of resignation: 
· Mr. Conklin read Mr. Keller’s letter of resignation and with regret, Mr. Neil McIver made a motion to accept the resignation; seconded by Mr. Bill Bolton. All in favor. 
Visitors:
· Ms. Amy Villamagna, PSU – presentation on student mapping of invasive species:
· Ms. Villamagna introduced the Select Board to her Graduate Assistant, Ms. Lisa Scott and then inquired whether the Town of Plymouth is interested in a local study of invasive species done by PSU students as possible work study.  
· Mr. Conklin asked Ms. Villamagna, what the effects of knotweed are.  
· Ms. Villamagna stated that it hurts native vegetation, invades roads and buildings.  
· Mr. Conklin informed Ms. Villamagna that the Select Board will need time to think about the study. 

New Purchase Orders:
· Fire Chief Casino Clogston – Verathon Medical; Glidescope Ranger Pediatric 1-2 Baton:  $5,870.00:
· Mr. Clogston explained that glidescopes assist breathing tubes when paramedics insert it directly in the airway and they are reusable. It was included in the budget, which was approved. 
· Fire Chief Casino Clogston – Lakes Region Mutual Fire Aid; Prorata Share 2015/2016 Lakes Region Dispatch Services:  $47,983.02
· Fire Chief Casino Clogston – Lakes Region Fire Apparatus; Engine 4 repair and paint:  $13,225.00:
· Also, included in the budget. Mr. Bolton made a motion to approve all purchase orders; seconded by Mr. McIver. All in favor. 

New Business/Unfinished Business:

Other Business: 
· General discussion by Select Board regarding Alternative Treatment Center (ATC):
· Mr. Conklin explained that the NH state legislature passed a bill that allows medicinal marijuana to be distributed. Plymouth has been chosen as a location for a dispensary location. Currently, a site review plan is in progress for the Abode property as the site. Health and Human Services stated that these facilities that are only welcome to towns that welcome them. On August 20, 2015 at 6:30pm, a site plan review hearing will be held at the Town Hall. Also, on August 17, 2015 a public hearing will be held by the Select Board at 6pm. It will also be available for discussion on August 3, 2015 at the regular meeting. 
· Mr. Freitas stated that Mr. Jason Sidman, who represents ATC, contacted Mr. Brian Murphy and Ms. Sharon Penney, and then met with Mr. Freitas regarding the project. He’d like to discuss why Plymouth was picked and whether this is the right location for it. It must be 1000 feet away from schools, including PSU. 
· Mr. Conklin asked whether PSU’s connection to Genesis could be explained. 
· Mr. Murphy explained that Genesis provides services to the Plymouth SAU district and they also have a contract with PSU. If the medicinal marijuana facility is to exist in Plymouth, it must reside 1000 feet away from anything related to the school. 
· Mr. McIver strongly believes that residents should voice their opinions at the public hearing. 
Committee Reports:
· Mr. McIver attended the Plymouth Village Water & Sewer meeting, where it was approved for the main line extension agreements for the new Fairfield Inn. Also, construction has begun on Fairground Road. 


Public Comment:
· Mr. Frank Miller is concerned that the dispensary will have a negative effect on local law enforcement, causing an increase in drug-related crime.
