· Mr. Joseph Palmariello as a full-time police officer at Plymouth State University. 
· Mr. Rick Bailey introduced Mr. Palmariello, who is a 2013 Graduate of Plymouth State University in the Criminal Justice department. He completed medical examinations, polygraph testing, etc. 
· Mr. Armand Girouard inquired whether he needed to attend the Academy. 
· Mr. Bailey stated that he will attend the Fall Academy and start as a full time officer in spring. 
· Mr. McIver asked him what the degree he earned from Plymouth state University. 
· Mr. Palmariello stated that he earned a Bachelor’s Degree in Criminal Justice. 
· Mr. Randlett made a motion to appoint Mr. Palmariello as a full time officer at PSU; seconded by Mr. Bolton. All in favor.

·  Mr. Conklin read letters of resignation from Mr. Ray from the Plymouth Recycling Center. Mr. Ray has been an asset to the Town of Plymouth and will be missed.

New Purchase Orders: 		
· Mr. Steve Lefebvre, Police Chief – POM; Parking meters at the Riverfront parking area; $7,520.78: 
· Mr. Randlett made a motion to approve the purchase order; seconded by Mr. McIver. All in favor.  

Carry-Over Requests:
· Mr. Steve Lefebvre, Police Chief – Dave Nash Construction; Police Department addition; up to $98,294.00:
· Town Administrator, Mr. Paul Freitas explained that Chief Lefebvre had to wait to see how much dispatch would cost this year and whether they’d be reimbursed within this fiscal year. The Town of Plymouth did receive reimbursement a few months ago, but it wasn’t time to start the addition.  This money had been approved from the previous year and is requested to be carried-over. 
· Mr. Joe Fagnant, Highway Manager – R&D Paving to do road construction, pave, culverts, sidewalks and guardrails;  up to $152, 944.00:
· Mr. Freitas stated that this carry over is being requested to cover needed repairs on Langdon Street, for necessary sidewalks and guardrail work. 
· Ms. Eileen Towne, Health and Safety Coordinator – LGC Health and Safety Coordinator funds. Funds remaining from previous two years of coordinator awards; up to $1,066.49: 
· Mr. Freitas explained that $1,066.49 is money received as an incentive from the insurance company to be used to carry the health program. 
· Town of Plymouth – Town of Plymouth; for miscellaneous governmental expenses; up to $21, 746.00: 
· Mr. Freitas explained that $21, 746.00 is to be used for miscellaneous Town Hall expenses, such as HVAC and North Country Council for the Master Plan.  
· Mr. Girouard made a motion to approve the carry over requests; seconded by Mr. Randlett. All in favor. 
· Library Trustees – Any remaining funds from the $16,000.00 donation to the 2014/2015 budget: 
· Mr. Conklin informed the Select Board that the Library Trustees are concerned about losing any remaining funds from last year’s donation toward the budget.  They have written a letter requesting that any leftover funds be carried over into the new budget. 
New Business/Other Business:
· Ms. Towne – Regarding new Health Trust agreement: 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Ms. Towne explained that Health Trust insisted that the Town of Plymouth redo this agreement. Fortunately, it is the same agreement the Town of Plymouth had in the past with the exception that it removes any mentioning of LGC and property liability trust. It would authorize Mr. Freitas to execute any documents regarding renewals on an annual basis. 
· Mr. Bolton made a motion to pass the two resolutions and name Mr. Freitas as signatory; seconded by Mr. Girouard. All in favor. 
· Ms. Towne also stated that the group rate needs to be addressed that includes the SAU, Plymouth Water & Sewer, Waterville Valley and the Campton Fire Department in order to improve the rates. 
· Mr. McIver made a motion to partake in the group rating; seconded by Mr. Girouard. All in favor. 
· Mr. Bolton – Intervener – Eversource SEC Filing: 		
· Mr. Bolton explained that he met with Mr. Peter Martin, and they discussed the probability of Eversource energy, and the pending filing for the SEC. Once Eversource files, then the Town of Plymouth can become an intervener. 
		
Committee Reports:
· Mr. McIver attended a Plymouth Village Water and Sewer meeting on June 16, 2015 regarding the Tenney Mountain water system, which needs cleaning and the fixing of other issues. A resident was granted a waiver to not be connected to the water system. They accepted a bid for construction on Fairgrounds Road and on Tenney Mountain, as well as discussed a possible water system leading to the Fairfield Inn. 
· Mr. Bolton attended a PRLAC meeting. On June 11, 2015 they walked through a property where a project is taking place regarding Pemi River Heights town houses. They checked on drainage. He also attended a Planning Board meeting, where a two lot subdivision application was approved.
