· Mr. Randlett asked Mr. Donnelly why he desires to work in Plymouth. 
· Mr. Donnelly stated that it would be a good change for his career and family since he is a native of Plymouth, New Hampshire. 
· Mr. Randlett made a motion to approve Mr. Donnelly as a full time officer at PSU with the condition that the psychological examination is completed without concern; seconded by Mr. McIver. All in favor.

New Business:			
Mr. McIver made a motion to write a letter to the State of New Hampshire regarding funding for drug abuse prevention programs; seconded by Mr. Bolton. All in favor. 
		
Committee Reports:

· Mr. McIver stated that he attended a Plymouth Village, Water & Sewer District meeting on May 19th, where the drainage improvements along interstate 93 were discussed. 
· Mr. Bolton attended a Planning Board meeting, where an application was approved to transform a commercial area into a living space. 

Other Business:
Mr. Joe Fagnant, Highway Manager regarding Weeks Street Project and Cummings Hill Culvert:
· Mr. Fagnant introduced the Cummings Hill project. He stated that a quote is more expensive than the other because it is 24” and the inlet is 18”. He stated he will clean the inlet side and then he’ll decide if it needs the extra volume. 
· Mr. McIver inquired about the 20 foot discrepancy between the bids. 
· Mr. Fagnant stated that both culverts should be 60 feet each, but they were measured as 60 feet and 80 feet, which he will address.
· Mr. Fagnant and the Select Board members discussed an option which involves the property owner helping to pay for the project because a portion of the project is on town road and the other portion is on private property.  
· Mr. Fagnant stated that asphalting the road was not included in the price, which is their responsibility to do. 
· Mr. Fagnant stated that if the property owner gave them an easement, then it would be to the town’s benefit. 
· Mr. Paul Freitas suggested that she pay for a third of the project and then give an easement. 
· Mr. Bolton noticed that the culverts length is actually 80 feet and Mr. Conklin suggested that DOT should get a revised quote before involving the property owner. 
· On Weeks Street, they are working on a steam line. Mr. Fagnant has signed a few permits and due to water issues, the project workers are ready to work with the town to fix the issue by repaving the entire road and increasing the height of the curb. 
· Mr. Freitas inquired whether there is a cost to the Weeks Street project. 
· Mr. Fagnant stated there is not a cost due from the town. 
Unfinished Business:
	Review Select Board Goals: 
· Mr. Conklin stated that parking permits currently cost $800 annually. He inquired whether they’d like to increase the amount of the parking permit. 
· Mr. Randlett made a motion to increase the parking permit fee to $1000; seconded by Mr. Bolton. All in favor.
