Mr. Conklin summarized the letter. The Supervisors are asking for an increase in pay for each Supervisor of the checklist. This job entails many hours of work and they would like to increase their compensation.  Mr. Conklin and the Board agreed to address this issue at the next Select Board meeting.
Personnel:

Visitors:
· Daniel Lee, Professor of Economics for Plymouth State University (PSU), is the advisor to the Economics club at Plymouth Elementary School. He is teaching the fundamentals of economics with real world problems to students. The club needs to recruit businesses to participate in the program. The Town of Plymouth was invited to participate, as well as any other business in town. The group would obtain requested economic information and give a presentation with their findings.
Club member 7th grader, Diane Lee, was introduced. She gave a presentation on the information that was obtained for “Off the Hanger”, a store specializing in the sale of used clothing, to young females in the area. Attached. The Select Board will take this information under advisement.

· Ashley Inserillo of PSU – Presented an overview of the Road Salt Environmental Study Grant. This grant will monitor sodium and chloride levels in the water at specific locations in town. Sensors would need to be installed on highway trucks which dispense salt on the roads. This will record the location and how much salt is dispensed. This information could show where salt overlapping might occur. Highway manager, Joe Fagnant stated that he is opposed to this, there is not enough to support it in his department at this time. Distraction is a major concern. The program will be taken under advisement and a decision made next week.

New Purchase Orders:

· Boulder Point Plowing/Sanding Service; RM Piper Inc. – up to $14,000.00

Mr. Fagnant made a slight correction: It should be up to $28,000.00 for both purchase orders.

	Mr. McIver made a motion, seconded by Mr. Randlett, to approve both purchase orders for up to $28,000.00. All in favor.

Committee Reports:
· Mr. McIver attended a Plymouth Village Water & Sewer District meeting. The construction projects done by Kingsley Construction are complete. Fairgrounds Rd. reconstruction was done near the old fairgrounds, where  a water/ sewer line collapsed, and a new soil line was put in, which runs along the river by Hatch Plaza.
· Mr. Bolton attended a Campus Community Council meeting. Another residence building will be built. Occupancy is scheduled for fall of 2017 and will house 350 students. He also attended a Planning Board meeting. All four items which were on the agenda were approved. Next meeting is Dec. 3, 2015.
· Mr. McIver stated that he attended a Conservation Commission meeting. Items discussed included trail maintenance, budget, storm water issues and land use change tax.

New/Other Business:
· Paul Freitas – Payment of user fees at Recycling Center: Due to the Recycling Center being broken into, and robbed several times, cash payment of user fees at the Recycling Center will no longer be accepted, checks made out to the Town of Plymouth will be accepted there, or you may be billed. Payment may also be made by check or cash at the Town Hall.
· Lisa Doner, Conservation Commission – LUCT (Land Use Change Tax) Funds: Ms. Doner introduced Reagan Young, a student from PSU. She would like to become a student member of the Conservation Commission (letter attached) which include a survey showing funds given by other towns. Ms. Doner stated that Miss Young would be a non-voting member. Mr. Freitas stated that the Selectmen don’t need to approve a student member. The Commission has the authority to do so.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Ms. Doner spoke regarding LUCT funds for the Conservation Commission. The Commission wants to know how to request funds. It is believed that they don’t have enough money to accomplish some of the ideas they have. Information packets were given to the Board (attached).  After a lengthy discussion Mr. Freitas suggested that the Commission identify a project and let the townspeople vote on it at March meeting. Ms. Doner stated that it is important to have a fund to draw from as needed, to fulfill their mission as a Commission.   It was mentioned that it is up to the Commission to make a request for funds. The Commission needs to think about how much would be a good amount for capital reserve. Ms. Doner will report back to the Commission with this information.

Public Comment:
· Rebecca Hanson wanted to take the opportunity to recommend the Road Salt Environmental Study Grant that was proposed by Ashley Inserillo of PSU.
