· [bookmark: _GoBack]A letter of interest was received from Mr. Bryan Dutille requesting an appointment as a fully seated member of the Planning Board. Mr. Bolton made a motion; seconded by Mr. McIver, to appoint Bryan Dutille as a fully seated member of the Planning Board. All in favor.

Public Comment:
· David Kent – Mr. Kent came before the Board to discuss a defeated petitioned zoning amendment from last year in which landlords would have been required to register their properties with the Town.  He indicated this amendment would have prevented overcrowding within buildings and would give the Town an inventory. An example of a Town ordinance from Portland Maine was presented to the Board for their consideration. The Board thanked him for sharing this information with them.

6:15 PM PUBLIC HEARING:  Pursuant  to RSA 31:95-b Unanticipated Funds for Bell Road Culvert Project - 

	Mr. Conklin opened the public hearing at 6:15pm
            Town Administrator, Mr. Freitas gave a brief overview for the grant for phase I of Bell Road – Culvert Reconstruction. He advised that the project cost is $127,365 with 75% of the total cost, $95,524, coming from FEMA under the Hazard Mitigation Grant Program. He further indicated that the remaining amount (required local match of 25% in the amount of $31,841.00) would be coming from the general operating budget.
	With no further discussion, Mr. Conklin closed the public hearing at 6:25 pm.
	A motion was made by Mr. Randlett; seconded by Mr. McIver to accept these funds for the Bell Road Culvert Project. All in favor. The Board signed the grant acceptance.
	Mr. Randlett moved; seconded by Mr. Ahern to sign a purchase order for this project and to further designate Mr. Freitas as the signatory for any documents needing approval. All in favor.
New Purchase Orders:

Mr. McIver made a motion; seconded by Mr. Bolton, to approve all three purchase orders as presented. All in favor.

· Mr. Freitas spoke on behalf of the Recycling Center for shingle removal costs totaling  $7,000.50

Mr. Randlett made a motion; seconded by Mr. Ahern to approve this purchase order as presented. All in favor.
Committee Reports:

· Mr. Bolton attended a Planning Board meeting in which a site plan for a new liquor store was reviewed and a project for Habitat for Humanity was approved. 
· Mr. McIver attended a Conservation Commission meeting in which they discussed an individual working on an Eagle Scout project who has selected kiosk at the Walter Newton Natural area as his project.  Also, logging is being done on Plymouth Mountain. Mr. McIver discussed the Water and Sewer Commission meeting reporting they have completed work on Fairgrounds Rd and are presently working on a project near Hannaford to upgrade the sewer line.
· Mr. Randlett attended a School Board meeting he attended in which levels of achievement in testing results for science and math was discussed. The next School Board meeting is November 2, 2015. Mr. Randlett strongly encouraged parents to attend School Board meetings.
· Mr. McIver stated that the ski jump at PRHS is in the process of being taken down due to safety concerns. Norm LeBlanc and Skip Johnstone can be contacted if anyone wishes to assist with the fundraising of the new jump being proposed.

New/Other Business: 
· Mr. Bolton discussed communication from Carol Perkins regarding the request of the Select Board to create and adopt an ordinance to prohibit the discrimination of transgender individuals.  Present at the meeting was Christen Bustani who presented herself as a transgender individual.  An ordinance that had been recently adopted by another community was handed to the Board.  The Board thanked Ms. Bustani for her presentation and advised they would consider the matter after reviewing the information.
