New Purchase Orders:
· Joe Fagnant – Porter Paving, 5 crosswalks $18,200.00. Bricks in the crosswalks are deteriorating, so they will be replaced with asphalt and painted.  John Randlett made a motion, seconded by Mr. McIver, to approve the purchase order. All in favor.
· Joe Fagnant – DA White Excavating, LLC; Drainage Repairs; $128,075.00. Replacement of underground drainage pipes that have corroded from Edmands court to the intersection of Langdon and High St. Mr. Randlett made a motion, seconded by Mr. Bolton, to approve the purchase order. All in favor.
· Police Chief, Steve Lefebvre – Police Department renovations $112,279.03. Chief Lefebvre explained that the renovation money was approved in 2013. A 30ft. X 30ft. structure will be constructed, the Chief taking on the role of the contractor.  Mr. Girouard made a motion, seconded by Mr. McIver, to approve this purchase order. All in favor.

Committee Reports:
· Mr. Bolton attended a Northern Pass meeting up at Loon. Eversource conducts these informational meetings. The consensus was that all the lines should be buried. He also attended a meeting which discussed “green burials”. Many towns are switching to this type of burial. Mr. Bolton attended a Planning Board Work Session and a questionnaire is to be released soon. Conservation is to be included in this questionnaire.
· Mr. Randlett announced that there will be a School Board meeting on October 5, 2015.

New/Other Business: 
· Mr. Girouard announced that as of October 1, 2015, he will no longer be a resident of Plymouth, therefore he will not be able to serve in his capacity as Selectman. This is his last meeting.
· Mr. Freitas stated that during the next Select Board meeting, scheduled for October 13, 2015, the Select Board will vote to appoint someone to fill this position until the March elections. At that time there will be a vote for a 1 year term. This will fulfill the term which was started by Mr. Girouard.
· Mr. Randlett inquired what was happening with Fairgrounds Rd. Portions of the road are caving in. 
· Mr. McIver stated that it is a State road. The DOT will be called for repairs.
