May 20, 2016 is the discovery deadline. The consensus was that there would be enough time between May 9 and May 20, to get answers to the questions that people may have.

Committee Reports:
· Mr. McIver attended a CCC meeting. Spring fling starts Thursday, and plans were discussed. There will be heightened security, but it is hoped that everything goes peacefully and orderly. It was announced that the skate-park is officially owned by the Town. The University has a new policy on reporting sexual assaults. A surveillance camera system will be installed. Mark Fischler will be taking over Jim Hundrieser’s responsibilities. Julie Bernier is stepping back to the faculty. The student union building has been renovated. The University is going to maintain security at the spring fling events.
· There was a Conservation Commission meeting. New trails and signs have been worked on and the Commission is applying for a grant to study invasive species along the Baker River. The budget was reviewed for maintaining the property. A plan for maintaining the parking lots was discussed. Upcoming events at the University were discussed. Earth Day was celebrated at the Hartman Union Building, where a wildlife action plan was worked on.
· Mr. Ahern will attend a Chamber meeting on May 13, 2016. He will try to get a better idea of how we could utilize the Chamber.
· Mr. Bolton attended a Planning Board meeting and 3 items were reviewed and approved. They are going ahead with the Master Plan development and are working with a consultant from North Country Council. There will be a meeting of the minds 4-27-16 Rm. 119 in the HUB at 3:00PM, to discuss how to integrate the PSU vision as they go forward with their master plan strategy and ours as well. Anyone interested should attend.
· An invitation is extended from the Holderness School to attend a tour of their solar array at the skating rink, as well as their new bio-mass energy plant. Mr. Bolton thought it was very impressive.
