Visitors:
· Representatives of the Sherman’s Flyers AMA R/C Club:
Mr. Lou Whitcomb, Vice President of Sherman’s Flyers, read a letter the club had received from Airport Manager, Mr. Colin McIver, asking the club to discontinue use of the Plymouth Municipal Airport, effective immediately (letter attached). Four bulleted points in the letter were addressed by the club members (Club’s letter of response attached). Members of the club feel they have been set up to look bad by an individual. Mr. Whitcomb stated that the club has done everything to operate in a safe and reasonable manner at all times and now the Charter is in jeopardy because the letter sounds like the club is unsafe.  He requested that the letter be expunged.  Mr. Conklin said that they would have a discussion with the airport manager and asked the Club Members to attend the meeting on September 12th, 2016.

New Purchase Orders:
· Recycling – Void purchase order # 8096 for up to $60,000.00 and approve new purchase order to BR Jones Roofing Co. : to install new roof at the Recycling Center; $61, 090.00. Mr. Ahern made a motion, seconded by Mr.  McIver        to void purchase # 8096 and approve the new purchase order. All in favor.

New/Other Business:
· Request under the Right to Know Law for the authorization of release of non-public meeting minutes: A law firm has requested any information pertaining to the payment in lieu of taxes (PILOT) in connection with Speare Memorial Hospital. Mr. Freitas stated that that the Town doesn’t know why this information has been requested but under RSA 91-A the Town is obliged to supply it. The Board needs to vote to authorize the release of non-public portion of the meeting minutes limited to the Hospital and PILOT for June 22, June 24, August 11, August 24, August 29 and November 14 all of 2011.  Mr. Randlett made a motion; seconded by Mr. Ahern to provide this information as requested. All in favor. 

Committee Reports:
· Mr. McIver attended a North Country Council meeting. He is now a member of the Board of Directors. He also serves on the Transportation Committee and has been added to the Economic Development Committee. The Conservation Committee had their first meeting. Trail improvement and getting University students involved in conservation projects, such as “The 7 Points” were discussed.
· Mr. Ahern attended a Chamber meeting. There have been offers on the building which is for sale. Waterville Valley Associates mentioned that the building is important to hold on to.
· Mr. McIver stated that the new hotel is open for business.
