· Mrs. Pam Martin stated that the film “We the People 2.0” will be shown at Pease Public Library on Thursday August 18, at 6 p.m.  It is being hosted by N.H. Community Rights Network. Environmental rights for sustainable energy will be the focus.     

New Purchase Orders:
· Joe Fagnant, Highway Manager – Bellemore Catch Basin Maintenance: $8,125.00.  This is normal maintenance.
· Mr. Ahern made a motion to approve the purchase order, seconded by Mr. Randlett. All in favor.
· Joe Fagnant, Highway Manager – Accept bid recommendation and approve purchase order for R&D Paving: up to $502,000.  This is reclamation and pavement of several roads and walkways in town. Monies are obtained from the bond that was approved at Town meeting.
· Mr. McIver made a motion to accept the bid from R & D Paving and to approve the purchase order, seconded by Mr. Randlett. All in favor. 
· Joe Fagnant, Highway Manager – Milton CAT Warehouse; Engine and Core: $9,610.00. This is for equipment repair.
· Mr. Ahern made a motion to approve the purchase order, seconded by Mr. Bolton. All in favor. 
· Juliet Harvey-Bolia, pbTV Director –Intergrated Solutions Group: Videoessence 110W 2 –Lamp Softkey T – Bar Ceiling fixture w/ Phase Dim & Lamps: $9,928.80. This is for better studio lighting.
· Mr. McIver made a motion to approve the purchase order, seconded by Mr. Ahern. All in favor.
 
Updates and Recommendations:

New/Other Business:
· Katie DeMarco, owner of the Panther Pub, explained that a renovation and expansion of the kitchen is needed. This requires the relocation of the gas tank. Burying the propane tank is priority for safety. After discussion of the project, a lease for the use of Town land, to bury the tank will be drafted. This will be a 20 year lease @ $500.00 per year, not to interfere with road work. Mr. Ahern made note that attorney fees would be paid by Panther Pub owners, who agreed with all terms mentioned. A motion was made by Mr. McIver; seconded by Mr. Randlett, to proceed with a lease agreement. All in favor.

Committee Reports:
· Mr. Bolton attended a Planning Board meeting. The North Country Council Master Plan survey responses are still being processed. Definitions in the Zoning Ordinance are being worked on and they are cleaning up any irregularities.
· Mr. Ahern attended a meeting of the Central NH Chamber of Commerce. Frank Cocchiarella is the new part time Executive Director. The Chamber has discussed holding onto the building in Campton for now. They hope to make more use of it, and visitors still stop in for information. 
· Mr. McIver inquired if the new Marriott was opening soon and if there would be a ribbon cutting ceremony. Mr. Brian Murphy stated that Town engineer, Mike Vignale will do a final inspection this week. Mr. Murphy will keep us apprised of what is going on.
