· The Constellation contract renewal will be discussed at the next meeting.
· North Country Council Transportation Committee sent a letter requesting a representative from Plymouth, to attend their meetings. Mr. McIver offered and was appointed to be the representative.

6:15 PM PUBLIC HEARING:   To discuss the donation of a parcel of land from Alex Ray (dba Local Motives LLC).  The proposed land transfer would deed the following parcel to the Town of Plymouth:  3.89 acres from Map 110 029 001 000 0000.  Acreage is based on a one lot subdivision approved by the Planning Board on December 17, 2015.  This parcel will be added to the abutting, Town owned, .52 acre parcel identified as 220 001 000 000 0000.
· Mr. Conklin stated that the Board agreed to accept the gift of this property to the Town. There is more work to the park that needs to be completed, along with further fundraising.
· The Conservation Commission wrote a letter recommending acceptance of this transfer.
· Mr. Alex Ray gave a brief overview of this project. Mr. Conklin thanked Alex for his generous donation. A deed will be prepared and given to the Town.
· Mr. Conklin inquired about a time line, and Ms. Sharon Penney explained that a Notice of Decision was sent to the Grafton County Registry of Deeds. The deed and conveyance are to come. Ms. Penney briefly explained some of the statutes. The road that leads to the park is still a private road.
· Mr. Richard Gowen took a moment to thank the Board for supporting the skatepark.
· Mr. Bill Clark wanted to recognize Mr. Alex Ray, Mr. Richard Gowen and Mr. Mike Currier for all the hours they have devoted to this project.
· With no other comments, Mr. Conklin closed the Public Hearing.

Committee Reports:
· Mr. Bolton mentioned that the Pemi River Local Advisory Committee (PRLAC) meets tomorrow. Northern Pass and its impact on the ¼ mile corridor and water shed will be discussed. Storm water run-off and the clearing of the ROW are some of the issues to be addressed. He attended the Planning Board meeting and assisted with the Master Plan questionnaire that has recently been mailed. Tara Bamford, from North Country Council (NCC) will assist with inputting this information.
· Mr. Conklin attended the last Plymouth Energy Commission (PEC) meeting. Placement of a solar array by the Recycling Center is being considered. The site needs to be cleared to do this, which could prove to be costly. The street light project is continuing, and will be discussed at the next PEC meeting.
