· Firefighter Stephen Finn – Letter of resignation: Mr. Conklin read the letter (attached) and the Board accepted the resignation with regret.
Appointments:
· Seth Cooper – full time Police Officer to Plymouth State University (PSU) (introduction): This appointment was previously approved. Lieutenant Aaron Comeau introduced Mr. Cooper and summarized his qualifications. The Board welcomed him.
· Mark McGlone – reappointment to Parks and Recreation Commission: Mr. Conklin read a letter of intent from Mr. McGlone (attached). Mr. Ahern made a motion; seconded by Mr. McIver to reappoint Mr. McGlone to the Parks and Recreation Commission. All in favor.
· Butch Cushing – reappointment to Zoning Board (announcement). This reappointment is a 3 year term accepted by the Board on May 31, 2016.

Visitors:
· Karen McLoud – Plymouth Elementary School Gardening Class: Ms.  McLoud has worked at the school for 25+ years.” Charlie’s Garden” was a gardening project that Charlie McLoud and his wife Lois participated in, with the first graders. The project was retired several years ago. Sumaj Billin and other 7th graders were interested in growing the garden for the McLouds. A joint effort between PES students and Mr. and Mrs. McLoud, with some direction from Ms. McLoud, is being undertaken to get Charlie’s Garden going again. Ms. McLoud wanted people to know that she is very proud of these children and they should be recognized for their efforts. After all, these young people are the future of our Town. 

· Charlie Chandler introduced himself and presented the Selectmen with hand-outs. Mr. Chandler is running for the NH Senate District 2 Seat. He has been in State and local politics for the last 45 years. He is dedicated to the public school system. Though a supporter of alternative energy industries such as bio-mass, solar and wind turbines, he is not in favor of the Northern Pass project, though he could be, if it was all buried. It would need to be planned for and done properly. The State is facing some critical problems, in particular opioid abuse. At some point the Town will need someone to intercede on their behalf. There needs to be a lot of cooperation. He is very comfortable dealing with the bureaucracy in Concord. The floor was opened to comments and questions.

· Michelle Tracy – Vendor permit concerns:  Ms. Tracy stated that she felt there had been some confusion in trying to obtain a permit for her food truck. She compared Plymouth’s permitting requests to the state and feels Plymouth is preventing her from operating.  Mr. Brian Murphy explained that the Town permitting regulations supersedes the State in this instance and gave his recollection of the events leading up to the denial of the permit.  Mr. Murphy told Ms. Tracy the items she still needed to provide to the town. After a lengthy discussion, Ms. Tracy agreed that the permit will be granted after the proper paperwork and payment has been made at the Town Hall.

· PVWSD – South Main St. Project: Mr. Conklin attended the PVWSD meeting. New water and sewer lines are proposed for Main St, so that sewerage and drain water are separated. PVWSD believes the Town should pay, but no documentation has been produced that proves that the Town owns these water and sewer lines. The Board members unanimously feel that without a written agreement, the Town is not responsible.
