Committee Reports: 
· Mr. Ahern attended a Chamber meeting June 10th, and was informed that a part-time person was hired to do bookkeeping and website work. The annual Chamber dinner/ meeting will be held June 29, 2016 at the Owl’s Nest Golf- Club from 5PM-7PM. The Chamber is now called the Central NH Chamber of Commerce. Presently it is not staffed for the winter. Information may be obtained at the kiosk. The building that was used for the Chamber is for sale. Meetings are being held in the Co-Op building, where the Northway Bank is located. More members are needed to join the Chamber. An effort is being made to get former members to re-join the Chamber.
· Mr. McIver stated that the Conservation Committee had a work/hike planned, but was unable to attend.
· Mr. Bolton attended a Planning Board meeting.  Approval was granted to Jeffrey Lewis, P.E., Northpoint Engineering, as agent for “Soldier On”, regarding a one-year extension of a previous site plan conditional approval for the proposed project to be located on Boulder Point Drive.
Public Comments:
· Mr. Frank Miller asked about Northern Pass correspondence. The majority of residents don’t want Northern Pass. We have expressed this to the State, but they regulate what is done, and we don’t have much say in the matter. It is hoped that the FCC takes how people feel into account and perhaps use I93 instead of Main St. for these power lines.
· Mr. McIver referenced the Select Board reading file. Rumble strips were put on Rt. 3A and people are complaining about the noise that is being generated.
Mr. Freitas stated that this work was done by the State, without notifying the Town. Rumble strips aren’t supposed to be used in residential areas. The Governor and Senator Shaheen have been notified of the residents’ displeasure.
