New/Other Business:
· The Constellation (electricity provider) contract renewal was discussed. The building of a municipal solar array is not imminent at this time and the electric rate has decreased by two cents. A motion was made by Mr. Randlett, seconded by Mr. Ahern to extend the contract with Constellation for one more year, with Mr. Freitas being authorized to sign the contract as the Town’s representative. All in favor.
· Proposal letters will be mailed to area banks requesting terms for the $2M loan which was approved at Town meeting. It may be possible to get a rate as low as 2.8%.
·  Sharon Penney gave an update on the Master Plan survey. There has been a very good response so far. Once the data is collected, four Round Table discussions on different community topics will be scheduled for the public to attend.

6:15 PM PUBLIC HEARING:  
 To discuss the donation of a parcel of land from Alex Ray (dba Local Motives LLC).  The proposed land transfer would deed the following parcel to the Town of Plymouth:  3.89 acres from Map 110 029 001 000 0000.  Acreage is based on a one lot subdivision approved by the Planning Board on December 17, 2015.  This parcel will be added to the abutting, Town owned, .52 acre parcel identified as 220 001 000 000 0000.
· Mr. Bill Clark, Mr. Alex Ray, and Mr. Mike Currier were on hand to answer questions. Mr. Frank Miller spoke in favor of the acquisition. There was an inquiry as to when the park will officially re-open. It will stay closed until the deed is signed by the Town. Liability insurance will be under the Town’s policy at that time. Mr. McIver asked if there was a skateboard club and whether they would take care of the park. The skate park  members and Park & Recreation Department will work together, to sort things out. Mr. Larry Gibson stated that he supports the park but is concerned about long term maintenance, landscaping and repair of the park. Further discussion is needed, but it is estimated that the landscaping should be finished in the Spring of 2017.
· Mr. Ahern inquired about a bike club and biking paths. It is believed that the club will most likely maintain the paths that are there.
· Mr. Frank Miller inquired about a recreation center and Northern Pass. A feasibility study would have to be done for a rec. center and no one knows the intentions of the Northern Pass group.
· Mr. Frank Cocchiarella announced that the Community Garden, donated by Mr. Alex Ray, will be getting ready to plant soon, if anyone needs space to plant a garden.
