Visitors:
· Brian Gallagher introduced himself. Mr. Gallagher is a State Representative from District 4 in Belknap County, representing the Towns of Sanbornton and Tilton. He stated that he has a fiscally conservative philosophy and will be running for the State Senate 2 Seat on the Republican Party on September 13, 2016. The floor was opened to comments and questions. He believes that the local community voice needs to be heard. At this time, he is opposed to Northern Pass, due to the strong opposition. He feels that it is important to follow the needs and desires of the communities being affected. Right now, he would not be able to support it. Concerning opioid drugs in the community, we need to prevent the flow or supply of drugs. There needs to be funding to stop the flow and help people beat the addiction.

6:15 PM PUBLIC HEARING:
Mr. Michael Conklin opened the public hearing in accordance with RSA 31:95-b for the acceptance of unanticipated funds from the State of NH Department of Safety, Homeland Security and Emergency Management in the amount of $221,445.00 for repairs to a portion of Bell Road (Phase II). These funds represent 75% of the total project cost. The Town’s portion of this project will be $73,815.00. The total project cost is estimated to cost $295,260.00.
· Mr. Randlett made a motion seconded by Mr. McIver that the Select Board accept unanticipated funds from NH Department of Safety, Homeland Security and Emergency Management for repairs to a portion of Bell Rd., known as phase 2, with a total project cost estimated to be $295,260.00 with 75%, in the amount of $221,445.00, to come from a grant from NH Department of Safety, Homeland Security and Emergency Management and 25%, in the amount of $73,815.00, to come from the Town of Plymouth. All in favor by poll vote.

Mr. Conklin closed the Public Hearing at 6:23PM.

New Purchase Orders:
· Joe Fagnant - Anderson Equipment $8,858.19: Repairs to broken planetary. Mr. McIver made a motion; seconded by Mr. Randlett to approve this purchase order. All in favor.
· Joe Fagnant – Milton Cat $4,500.00: Month rental of excavator. Mr. Randlett made a motion; seconded by Mr. McIver to approve this purchase order. All in favor.



Updates and Recommendations:
· Maggie Mumford – Northern Pass Update:
· A decommissioning study needs to be done.
· DES is requesting answers to wetland application, which is pertinent to Plymouth in terms of the river crossing of the Baker River.
· All responses will be available to all interveners. They will be assigned access to a site, but how to navigate the site may prove to be tricky.
· The formal deadline is extended to September 30, 2016.
· Alternate routes besides Main St. need to be considered (Green St.). The State won’t allow the use of I 93.
· Plymouth Village Water & Sewer District never met with the whole Board.
· The town is opposed to Northern Pass and Mike Conklin has had several petitions submitted from citizens, stating so.
· Mrs. Mumford is concerned that there is a process that needs to be followed, and we need to be on top of it.
· There is a thumb drive which has the application from the FCC meeting with discovery questions that needs to be located.

New/Other Business:
· Gary Bishop – Discuss roadwork on Reservoir Rd.
· Mr. Bishop sent a letter to the Select Board (attached). The highway department cut back some small trees located in front of his property, and improved ditches along the road to improve the road. Mr. Bishop is not happy with what has been done. Mr. Freitas suggested that a representative from the Board, go up to the property with the Bishops and highway manager, Joe Fagnant. Mr. Ahern agreed to go with Mr. Conklin at 7:30 AM Tuesday morning.
· Mr. Randlett made a motion seconded by Mr. McIver, to authorize Mr. Ahern and Mr. Conklin to go out to the Bishop’s property and have the authority of the Select Board to handle the situation with Joe and the Bishops. All in favor.

Committee Reports:
· Mr. McIver attended a North Country Council Transportation Committee meeting. He brought back information which may be helpful when applying for grants and funds. There was discussion of a program in Sugar Hill for assessing scenic roads and byways and their methodology. The State’s 10 year highway plan should be approved in a couple months.
· Mr. Conklin will be attending a water & sewer meeting.
· Mr. Bolton attended a Master Plan focus meeting which discussed Municipal Infrastructure and Utilities including Transportation. The 3rd focus group meeting will discuss Economic Development, and will be held at the Pease Public Library on Thursday, May 26, 2016 starting at 6:30 PM.
· Mr. Ahern attended a Chamber meeting. The Chamber building in Campton is for sale. The building was no longer adequate. They are looking for new Board members. Membership projections were optimistic, and some members resigned. The Chamber is short money and has been running on volunteers. Discussion at the next meeting will focus on redefining what the Chamber is to the community.
