Appointments: 
· Rod Diamond:
· Mr. Randlett made a motion to appoint Mr. Rod Diamond as a police sergeant in the Town of Plymouth; seconded by Mr. McIver. All in favor.  
· Julie Bisson:
· Mr. Randlett made a motion to appoint Ms. Julie Bisson to be a full time member of the Conservation Commission; seconded by Mr. McIver. All in favor. 

Visitors:
· Tammy Marquis:
· Ms. Tammy Marquis and her husband Dr. Henry Marquis are concerned citizens, who would like to put an end to the Plymouth Clown drama. 
· Mr. Marquis fears this will become a problem, potentially deadly. He informed the Selectmen the Plymouth Clowns’ goal is to scare people. He quoted Facebook posts from one of the Plymouth Clowns’ and is concerned about allowing this misconduct to continue when residents have expressed their upset feelings. 
· He stated that he has contacted Plymouth State University and he was told that the Plymouth Clowns’ are part of an art and marketing program at the university. If this is true, Mr. Marquis feels that Plymouth State University should take responsibility for sponsoring this serious threat. If Plymouth State University is involved, a schedule should be provided to the Town of Plymouth, so residents know when these episodes will occur. If this is part of a program, why are his appearances random? 
· Mr. Paul Freitas stated the Town of Plymouth does not support the Plymouth Clowns. 
· Mr. Mark Fishler, Vice President of Student Affairs, represents Plymouth State University in this matter. He stated Plymouth Clowns’ are not affiliated with the university. They are not part of a class. They are their own entity.
· Mr. Fishler stated the university has met with one of the Plymouth Clowns’ and they discussed how his actions might be considered offensive to some people.
· Mr. Mike Conklin inquired whether the Plymouth Clowns’ will act only on certain areas on campus and some local businesses with permission, for instance, Keith’s Pizza. 
· Mr. Freitas stated citizens have the right to boycott this kind of entertainment and decrease business profits. 
· Mr. Bill Bolton stated some people have made it their profession to dress up like clowns, appearing at local venues. 
· Mr. Freitas said if people do not like Arnold McDonald for example, they do not have to eat at McDonalds. 
· Mr. Bolton stated the Plymouth Clowns’ outfits are within their rights to express. 
· Mr. Marquis does not believe the Plymouth Clowns’ are innocent and within their rights to scare people. They have dolls, some of which are called murder calls, which they “torture and murder” and then sell to customers. 
·  Mr. Mike Ahern inquired about the free speech sections on campus, whether they have hours of operation. 
· Mr. Fishler said he would have to review the Code of Conduct again, but he does believe there are hours of operation. 
· Mr. Ahern asked if one of the clowns is not in a free speech zone on campus, will he/she be in violation of university regulation. 
· Mr. Fishler stated it depends. If say he/she acted inappropriately, for instance harassing students, then yes rules would be broken and measures would be taken to fix the problem. 
· Mr. Randlett believes this individual is a danger to the community. He asked Plymouth State University representative, Mr. Fishler what they can do to prevent more sightings. 
· Mr. Fishler said the university has spoken to the individual and has expressed they are not part of his performance. Since he is free to express himself, the university will not get involved unless university code is violated or students are affected. 
· Mr. Ahern asked if a resident, not a college student, were to walk around campus with a mask, how would the university react?
· Mr. Fishler stated the university would inquire why this individual is on campus and what his intentions are, and possibly take action. 
· Mr. Ben Dylan said this individual has been seen in town and asked to leave businesses in town. 
· Mr. Mike Conklin said the Selectmen have discussed this with the local police and attorney, but ultimately, it was decided they will pay close attention to this issue. 
· Sherman’s Flyers
· Mr. Colin McIver said a pilot complained to the Flight Standards District Office, saying there was a near miss with a remote control aircraft by the Sherman’s Flyers and a powered parachute at the airport. 
· Mr. Paul Freitas suggested the Sherman’s Flyers have a designated safety zone to fly their remote controlled aircrafts. They would also need spotters.
· Representative from Sherman’s Flyers would like better signage to warn flyers where they can fly. They have also created a club to educate flyers on safety and how to fly. 
· Mr. McIver has posted signs asking for no drones at the airport. 
· Mr. Conklin stated they might look into moving the landing strip. He would like Mr. McIver to meet with the pilots and find a solution that suits both parties. 
· A pilot, name unknown, suggested to Sherman’s Flyers that using an open field would be safer than using the airport. 
· Mr. Freitas asked how many people are in the group. 
· Mr. Mike Edelson stated there are four members, but at least 12 are interested in joining.  

New Purchase Orders:
· Joe Fagnant – DA White Excavating LLC; $5,774.00: roadwork and materials for Reservoir Road. 
· Joe Fagnant – Randy Bickford East Coast Foundation; $6,188.00: work for fuel containment project.
· Mr. Conklin asked if the fuel is for the vehicles. 
· Mr. Fagnant confirmed the fuel will be used for the vehicles and to heat the building.

· Mr. Ahern made a motion to approve all five purchase orders; seconded by Mr. Randlett. All in favor. 
· Casino Clogston – David L. Nash; $7,943.93: Day room renovations to 46 Highland Street. 
· Mr. Randlett made a motion to approve the purchase order; seconded by Mr. McIver. All in favor. 
· Steve Lefebvre – GMI Paving; $37,575.00: Accept bid recommendation and approve purchase order for site work and paving at the north end of building. 
· Mr. Ahern made a motion to accept the purchase order; seconded by Mr. Bolton. All in favor. 



Updates and Recommendations: 
· Contribution Assurance Program (CAP) Agreement with Primex for Property and Liability Insurance:
· Ms. Eileen Towne stated the town has a three year contract with Primex for workers compensation and has participated in the CAP program over the past two renewals. If approved, the insurance rate will not exceed the guaranteed rate even if rates change. Ultimately, the agreement would mean that the town would stay with Primex for two more years and that the insurance rate would not exceed 9 percent if passed. 
· Mr. Freitas stated the Selectmen have already agreed on this earlier, but did not know the rate at the time. 
· Mr. Ahern made a motion to make Mr. Mike Conklin the signatory for the insurance paperwork; seconded by Mr. Randlett. All in favor. 

New/Other Business:
· Mr. David Kent asked the Selectmen to review his offer to help with legislative matters. 
· Mr. Conklin said the Selectmen will need to meet and discuss this, and they will produce their decision later. 
· Mr. Bolton was chosen to represent the Selectmen at the New Hampshire Municipal Association Legislative Policy conference that is on September 23, 2016. He thinks Air B& B’s should pay tax, like hotels do. 
· Mr. Frank Miller said that he owns a piece of property and its entrance is on Old Route 3. It has been discussed that the town owns the property, but after researching, he has not found anything mentioning the town’s ownership of the property. He would like to know who has title of the property. 
· Mr. Freitas said this in between him and the state, and that the Town of Plymouth does not own that piece of property. 

Committee Reports:
· Mr. Randlett said that the School Board Committee is meeting tonight. 
· Mr. Ahern said that he attended a Planning Board meeting and discussed the Master Plan planning. He is concerned about the survey. 
· Mr. Ahern attended a Chamber of Commerce meeting and their volunteers are staffing the Welcome Center in Campton. 
· Mr. McIver stated he is concerned about the crosswalk on Main Street and believes it is hazardous at night. He would like to see a street light near it to illuminate the crosswalk.
