E-Mail Correspondence: 
· Sharon Penney – Northern Pass, pre-filed testimony information from Town Counsel, Christina Fillmore. Ms. Filmore has asked for submissions to be in no later than Monday, October 31, 2016, so that she has time to review and possibly revise this information, before submitting it. Nine points were listed and Mr. Conklin read each one. People were selected to investigate and report on these points *see attached.
Ms. Penney will locate studies on South Main Street and Green Street and supply them if needed.  Mr. Ahern stated that an economics professor at PSU offered their services to help with these studies, Mr. Ahern will reach out to them.

Appointments: 

Visitors:
· Sherman’s Flyers/ Airport Manager, Colin McIver: The Sherman’s Flyers have agreed to discontinue use of the airport, for remote controlled aircraft. The club will move to a private location instead.
· Department of Environmental Services (DES) regarding air monitoring in the Town: Mr. Craig Wright addressed the issue of monitoring the air quality for wood smoke contaminants. Mr. Freitas mentioned that this type of monitoring has been done in town before. Data will be collected on the fine particle matter in the air, from November to March. Once compiled this data will be available to the Town for review. Mr. Ahern made a motion; seconded by Mr. Randlett to allow DES to monitor the air quality in the Town of Plymouth, at a predetermined location. All in favor.
· Jonathan Freeman – Property purchase for access to Loon Lake: There is no public access to this lake and Mr. Freeman inquired whether the Town would purchase property so people would have access to it. It was explained that money would have to be saved for this purpose. This issue could be brought to Town Meeting and a sense of the meeting could be taken. If a specific parcel is being considered a warrant article could be written. PSU owns a parcel on Loon Lake. Mr. Freeman asked if someone could discuss the possibility of allowing Plymouth residents access to the lake through this property.

New Purchase Orders:
· Paul Freitas – Stantec Consulting Services for Landfill Monitoring; $8,400.00: Mr. Ahern made a motion, seconded by Mr. Bolton to approve this purchase order. All in favor. 
· Anne Abear  – KV Partners LLC, Phase II Bell Road Engineering; $14,700.00: This is a Homeland Security Grant for Bell Road improvements. Mr. Ahern made a motion, seconded by Mr. Randlett to accept this purchase order. All in favor.  
· Casino Clogston – Physio Control Inc. for Lifepak 15; $27,131.41: This is a defibrillator with blue tooth ability. Mr. Ahern made a motion to approve the purchase order; seconded by Mr. McIver. All in favor.

· Mr. Bill Bolton introduced himself to the Board. He is running for Grafton County Commissioner, District 3. Martha Richards will be stepping down. Mr. Conklin read a Resolution adopting the Town of Plymouth, NH Hazard Mitigation Plan update for 2016 *see attached.  Mr. Randlett made a motion; seconded by Mr. McIver, to adopt the NH Hazard Mitigation Plan for the Town of Plymouth. All in favor.
