CALL TO ORDER:	Steve Rhodes called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. Roll call of members was completed.

ADMINISTRATIVE MATTERS: 
NEW BUSINESS:
· Ms. Sharon Penney reminded the board members of the Planning Board Focus Group meeting on Thursday, May 26, 2016. Local businesses and developers are welcome to come as the topic will be Economic Development. 
· She also reminded them that if they want to attend the OEP annual planning conference in Concord on June 4, then she will need to know by May 27, 2016. 
· Mr. Steve Rhodes stated that he, along with Mr. John Kelly will be attending, and if anyone needs a ride, he can provide transportation. 
· He also stated that Ms. Penney distributed the list of definitions that they will need to consider changing in the future. 
· Ms. Penney stated that she would like to see a definition for bed and breakfast added to the list. 
· Mr. Steve Whitman stated that he has a guide to planning definitions if other board members are interested in using it as a reference. 
· All expressed great interest in using the guide. 
· Mr. Rhodes stated that they have a year to work on this project. 
· Mr. Whitman stated that the updated OEP worksheet is another resource they can use. 
	 


UNFINISHED AND OTHER BUSINESS:
One Lot Subdivision (CONTINUED) – Robert Berti/FORECO LLC, P.O. Box 597, Rumney, NH 03266 as agent for Bertha H. Fauver, applicant, regarding subdividing a 13.4 acre parcel from parent parcel PID 228-012 (115.5 acres).
· Mr. Rhodes opened the public hearing at 6:32 pm. 
· Ms. Caroline Kent spoke, representing the Pemi-Baker Land Trust. They are responsible for monitoring the easement that is on the portion of the land that the subdivision includes. Her job is to monitor the property and to make sure that the conditions of the land trust are maintained by monitoring the land annually. One of the conditions is that driveways are not placed on the easement portion of the subdivision, which is not a problem with this project. Another condition is that the relationship between the easement and subdivision is easily understood by future property owners of that land. Her only concern is that the marking on the map that reads “see conservation easement deed” does not appear to correctly represent where the easement is on the property. 
· Mr. Tom Hahn suggested that he could remove some of the topo lines from the subdivision plat in order to help clarify the location of the easement lines. 
· Mr. Rhodes said that if he was a prospective buyer, he would not know where the easement is by looking at the map. 
· Ms. Sharon Penney said that she would also be confused because that area is so graphically busy. She suggests using a darker line to represent the easement lines. 
· Mr. Hahn restated that he could remove some of the graphics in order to make the easement lines visible. 
· Mr. Bill Bolton and Mr. Whitman can see the easement lines on the map without difficulty.
· Mr. Rhodes closed the public hearing at 6:43pm.
· Mr. Rhodes asked what the Planning Board would like to do. 
· Mr. Whitman suggested that an emphasis be made regarding the easement lines on the new deed because it is what future homeowners are most likely to see. 
· Mr. Hahn agreed with Mr. Whitman. 
· Mr. Rhodes stated that they would like to add a condition that the deed contains language that defines the easement relative to the building site. 
· Mr. Bolton made a motion to accept to accept the condition to change the verbiage of the deed; seconded by Mr. Andy McDonald. All in favor. 
PUBLIC COMMENTS:
· Mr. Frank Miller suggested that the international building code and other codes can help keep the town’s ordinances within their legal descriptions in case of any future legality issues. He would like to see that the definitions comply with other fire safety codes, building codes, etc.  
· Mr. Whitman agrees with Mr. Miller and thinks they should also research legislative terms.
· Ms. Penney would like the board members to look for archaic language and to eliminate it. 
· Mr. Bolton inquired whether they have to it has to be completed by November of this year. 
· Ms. Penney stated that they have until this December. 

ADJOURNMENT:
· Steve Whitman made a motion to adjourn; motion seconded by Eugene Thurston. All in favor. Meeting adjourned at 6: 58 p.m.
