CALL TO ORDER:	Steve Rhodes called the meeting to order at 6:37 p.m. Roll call of members was completed. 

GENERAL PUBLIC COMMENTS:

ADMINISTRATIVE MATTERS: 
Subdivision Plan Review PID 110-029 at 32 Railroad Square, Plymouth. Owner/applicant Alex Ray dba Local Motives LLC through his agent John McCormack, Esquire regarding a 1-Lot subdivision (3.89 acres) from the parent lot (8.15 acres).
· Kevin French spoke on behalf of the owner for this project. They would like to donate and convey the 3.89 acre lot to the Town of Plymouth which includes the skate park. The gravel road is not maintained by the town as this is not a town road. 
· John Kelly stated his concern of the Town of Plymouth taking this lot over. He feels if they take the lot over than they will be taking over the road as well. His concern is the Town of Plymouth having to pay for paving, maintaining the road and anything else that would need to be done to the gravel road.
· Kevin French noted the travel way of the road as it stands right now is on the remaining lot area, not on this proposed parcel. 
· John Kelly stated that other projects were started by clubs and now he sees the Town of Plymouth employees maintaining areas that were supposed to be taken care of by other entities.
· Bill Bolton stated that if the town takes this property over they would insure the land and would have coverage for any big problems. This would be under an insurance umbrella and would not be any additional cost to the town. The road is a whole separate issue and there are several other factors to fix before anything would happen with this road. 
· Sharon Penney stated that the Select Board would have to have a public hearing to accept this donation. 
· Bill Bolton made a motion to accept the application as complete, seconded by Steve Rhodes. All in favor. 
Public Hearing opened:
· Steve Rhodes opened the public hearing at 6:52 p.m.
· Frank Miller spoke in favor of the project.
· Mike Currier, president of the board for the skate park stated this project has
been in the making for seven years and has been created mostly by non-profit funds and they have not come to the town for any funds. They will continue to raise funds for the upkeep of the park to keep the burden off the tax payers. He feels this is a great park for the older kids as they are too old for the other parks in town. He stated that the police department has seen a decrease of skate boarders traveling on inappropriate roads and sidewalks in town since the skate park was established. In April they will be going in and finishing things up. He feels this will have a very positive effect on Plymouth and has been told this is one of the top skate parks in New Hampshire. This will help Plymouth become a destination for visitors.
· Frank Miller noted that due to this actions of this project there has been a plus for the environmental mitigation for the whole south area.  
· Alex Ray noted that this area has been a dumping ground for several items for years. With this project being done it is cleaning up this area. This will enhance our community for everyone in town. He feels the overall condition of the area is a detriment to the community and with a very little effort it for cleanup, it can be an asset.
