6:00 pm.     Mr. John Randlett called the meeting to order and Scouts from Pack 56 led in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Committee Reports:

· Mr. Bolton missed the Energy Commission meeting, but attended the Planning Board meeting. The Master Plan is approaching the end of review of all the chapters. It will be handed off to Steve Whitman and his class at Plymouth State University (PSU) to make it look engaging and to work on section 2.
· Mr. Ahern attended a talk by Jeanie Forrester called Jeanie’s forecast that was held at PSU. She talked about the new tax law and how it will affect us. She also spoke about our veterans. She announced that she will run for Selectman in Meredith.
· Mr. Ahern also attended a talk by Mr. Lee. Mr. Lee is an Economics Professor from PSU. Each year he works with students in grades 5 thru 8. They focus working with 2 or 3 business and using statistics, they make suggestions to improve their business or outreach in the community. Professor Lee volunteers his time with students and they do an oral presentation. For some students, this is the first time they have done public speaking outside of a school setting. This year Common Man Ashland, Flying Monkey, and McDonald’s are the focus. Students use analytical research techniques they are learning. Most high schools would never have this exposure. Our children are very fortunate.
· Mr. Bolton and Mr. Ahern attended a hearing on CACR19. This is a constitutional amendment relating to the right to govern. This constitutional amendment concurrent resolution provides that the people of the state have the right of local, community self-government. The people of the state may enact local laws that protect health, safety and welfare. Both spoke in favor of this amendment. The amendment goes to sub-committee hearings next, before it can be presented to the people to vote on.

· Mr. McIver wanted to bring attention to the road surface on Highland St., particularly the section between Broadway St. and Reservoir Rd. Many citizens have approached him regarding its poor condition. In his opinion we should consider some short term repairs until it can be fixed properly. A meeting with the Department of Transportation will be arranged in the near future.

· Mr. Dutille announced that scouts from pack 56 were in attendance to experience the process of the meeting. They are working on their Arrow of Light badge. Presently, the pack consists of 28 scouts.

6:15 PM:  Public Hearing for KENO 603

· Mr. Randlett opened the hearing and stated that a representative from the State Lottery Commission attended the last Select Board meeting and gave an overview of KENO 603. There was a question and answer period. He asked if anyone would like to speak in favor of KENO.
· Frank Miller spoke in favor of KENO, and thinks it should be put on the town warrant so voters can vote on it. He supports full time Kindergarten.

· Mr. Randlett asked if anyone would like to speak against KENO. There was no response.

· Mr. Randlett asked if there were any comments.

· Frank Miller stated that he attended the last Select Board meeting, which had a representative from the State Lottery. He wondered what other towns had this decision to make. What are the unintended consequences or unknowns of having KENO in our town? Why wouldn’t we want KENO? He was trying to get a perspective.
· Chief Lefebvre hasn’t heard anything good or bad. It is personal preference. KENO won’t affect his world.
· Mr. Randlett closes the hearing.

Mr. Ahern made a motion; seconded by Mr. McIver to discuss KENO at Town meeting. All in favor.
If there is interest in KENO, it will be put on the ballot the following year.
Public Comment: 

· Bonnie Sears asked if there is a list of non-profits, tax exempt properties, town owned properties and properties that owe back taxes. She will come to the Town office to get this information.
· Mr. Ahern stated that Sean from Granite State Power Link will have a letter for us tomorrow.
Mr. Bolton made a motion; seconded by Mr. Dutille to go into Non-public session in accordance with RSA 91-A:3, II (a thru i).  All in favor.
