Chairman’s Comments:
Mr. Bolton announced that a subcommittee meeting was held Friday, April 20, 2018 at the Plymouth Village Water and Sewer District (PVW&SD).  This subcommittee was the result of discussion at a prior Select Board meeting.  In attendance were a subset of the Select Board and a subset of PVW&SD.  It was agreed that this would not be part of a Select Board meeting, so that technical points could be discussed for informational purposes.  Anything decided becomes a recommendation to bring back to respective Boards for direction and/or approval.  The specific topic addressed was the drainage and resurfacing of Foster Street.  PVW&SD is reviewing the complete cost of grinding, repaving and fixing the drainage.  The PVW&SD Board will meet on April 24, 2018.

· Mr. Randlett attended the Planning Board Meeting on Thursday, April 19th.  A boundary adjustment was approved and there was discourse on the first chapters of the Master Plan, as well as the new restaurant going in under True Colors on Main Street.  Additionally, the Board reviewed the site plan of proposed guesthouses on the Italian Farmhouse property.

· Mr. Ahern reported on the Chamber of Commerce meeting.  The website project is moving along, with the backend and frontend web developers having the opportunity to meet.  The Chamber’s annual golf tournament will be held at Owl’s Nest May 14tt (10 AM) through June 4th (3:30 PM).  
· Mr. Dutille spoke about the Campus Community Council meeting.  The main topic of discussion was the Furniture Removal Program.  Due to budget cuts, PSU has made the decision to eliminate this spring program.  The main issue presented by this change is safety, a strong concern based on past incidences.  Local college housing landlords and the Town have arranged to pay for an alternative plan, in efforts to prevent associated problems.
