NewPurchase Orders:

· Highway/Joe Fagnant: Morton Salt -   2017-2018 Road Salt; up to $32,000.00 blanket amount.

· Highway/Joe Fagnant: Pike Industries - Winter services hauling sand; up to $21,000.00 blanket amount.
Highway Manager, Joe Fagnant presented the Board with two purchase orders. Mr. McIver made a motion; seconded by Mr. Dutille to approve the purchase orders as submitted. All in favor.
Chairman Randlett asked Joe to explain a recent purchase order for $6,700.00, which was signed by the Board. One of the highway trucks, needed work, but the garage had to order a special tool. A compression test failed and a cylinder is not firing. The highway budget is close to its limitation and another purchase order may be needed depending on what further work needs to be done. Winnipesaukee Trucks is doing the work. The Board wondered if the truck was worth all the money that is being put into it, or if they should look into getting another vehicle. Joe didn’t think it was more costly one way or the other.
